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AUD launches admission
portal; starts new courses

85% seats reserved for Delhi students

Ambedkar University Delhi
(AUD) has launched its ad-
mission portal for under-
graduate and postgraduate
courses and will use CUET
scores to admit students,
Vice-Chancellor Anu Singh
Lather said on Friday.

The university has 19 un-
dergraduate and 27 postgrad-
uate courses on offer with an
intake of 1,123 and 1,399 stu-
dents, respectively. The last
date for submitting the ad-
mission form is October 12.

Ms. Lather said AUD has
this year launched two new
undergraduate courses and
two new postgraduate cours-
es. The undergraduate
courses are a BA(Hons) in
political science and BBA in
innovation, entrepreneur-
ship and venture develop-
ment (BBA-IEV). The post-

graduate courses are MA in
criminology and MA in com-
parative literature.

AUD has 85% of its seats
reserved for students who
have completed their school-
ing in Delhi. It will also con-
duct admission through its
sports and co-curricular ac-
tivity supernumerary quota.
The BBA-IEV programme in-
troduced to nurture the en-
trepreneurial talent of stu-
dents has been designed for
those who have emerged in
the top 126 teams in the Del-
hi government’s Business
Blasters programme, the un-
iversity said. The entry to
this particular programme
will not be done using CUET
scores but will give - 50%
weightage to the score in the
Business  Blasters pro-,
gramme and 50% weightage |
to the score obtained in an
Interview. .
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Ambedkar University will now have

four-year undergraduate courses

LIKE IN Delhi University, all un-
dergraduate programmes at
Ambedkar University Delhi start-
ing from the upcoming academic
sessions will run as four year
COUrses.

Vice Chancellor Anu Singh
Lather said that the university’s
statutory bodies have approved
this in line with the National
Education Policy.

“Adaptingto the new curmicu-
lum and framework under the
NEPwasn't unnatural or much of
atask because we already have a
robust system of internal assess-
ment, multidisciplinary courses
and the university is quite for-
ward-looking, with some of the
most conternporary and relevant

courses to offer. In addition, the
skill-based courses, happiness
curriculum and outreach activi-
ties have been added to the UG
programmes,” she said.

Like Delhi University, AUD has
alsomoved away from the cut-off
system for undergraduate admis-
sions this year and has adopted
Common University Entrance
Test (CUET) scores as the basis of
admissions.

In a bid to avoid vacant seats
and delays tothe start of the new
academic session, Ambedkar
University Delhiwill allot 30can-
didates for everyavailable seatin
its firstmerit list forundergradu-
ate admissions.

According to the Vice
Chancellor, the university sees a
substantial number of migra-
tions, especially to Delhi
University, and since admissions

this year are already delayed, it
has adopted over-allotment as a
measure to ensure that all the
seatsare filled and the session be-
gins at the earliest.

The registrations will remain
open till October 12, and the uni-
versityis aiming torelease its first
merit list tentatively on October
18. The tentative dates for the re-
lease of the second and third lists
are October 24 and 28 respec-
tively.

Registrations opened on
Monday, and AUD has received
over 6,000. However, the applica-
tions can be submitted only now,
after the declaration of CUET re-
sults. Additionally, students will

" be required to fill in their aca-

demicdetails, select theirdesired
programmes in order of prefer-
ence and pay the application fee.
They can list as many pro-

grammes as they want.

The university will prepare a
separate merit list for each pro-
gramme based on the candidates’
CUET scores. In case of a tie, the
marksof the best four subjectsin
12th standard will be considered.
If a tie persists, the age of the can-
didates will be considered and
the older candidate will be given
preference. Ofits 19 undergradu-
ate programmes, AUD is conduct-
ingadmissionsin 18 through the
CUET. AUD hasalso come upwith
new courses in both the UG and
PG category. While B.A.
(Honours) Political Science and
BB.A - Innovation,
Entrepreneurship and Venture
Development will now be offered
to undergraduate students, MA
in Comparative Literature and
MA. inCriminology will be intro-
duced at the postgraduate level

New Delhi: T'he undergra-
duate registration portal of
Ambedkar University Delhi,
which will remain open till
October 12, has already seen
over 6,000 registrations.
According to university
officials, the aspirants are re-
quired to log into the portal,
fill up their details, indicate
their preferred courses and
pay the requisite registration
fee. Once the registration pro-
cesscloses, the university will
draw up a merit list based on
the Common University Ent-
rance Test (CUET). The per-
centiles and where a siudent
stands will depend on the
combination of subjects se-
lected and the eligibility crite-
ria of their preferred pro-
grammaes, the officials said.
With the CUET results be-
ing declared, the scores will
reflect on the portal and the
aspirants can complete the
registration process. During
the registration process, the
aspirants will also have (o in-
dicate marks oblalned by
them in thelr Class X11 board
examinations as (he same

followed by the second and
third merit lists on October 24
and 28, respectively:

With the admission pro-
cess being delayed already,
Singh said that the varsity
was looking to conduct ad-
missions as swiltly and smo-
othly as possible, He advised
aspirants to keep their docu-
ments handy, “Weare hoping
to begin classes by early No-
vember and for that to hap-
pen, we do not want to spend
a lot of time in between two
lists. So students will get aro.
und two to three days to
complete all the formalities
and submit their documents,
In order fo ensure assured
admissions, an inereased
number of students wil] be
called and the ratio to be fol-
lowed is 1:30. The merit ]ist
will be drawn up program-
me-wise," Singhexplained.

The varsity will also be
condueting trials for co-cup-
ricular activitles and sports,
which will see a 209 weigh-
tage on CUET score, 40%
welghltage on  certificates
and the remalning 40% we-
Ightageon trials.
