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1. The University  

Dr B. R. Ambedkar University Delhi (AUD) was established in 2007 by the Government of 

the National Capital Territory of Delhi (GNCTD) through an Act of Legislature and was 

notified in July 2008. Mandated to focus on research and teaching in the social sciences and 

humanities, and guided by Dr Ambedkar‘s vision of combining equality and justice with 

excellence, the University considers it to be its mission to create sustainable and effective 

linkages between access to and success in higher education. The University is presently 

functioning from three campuses situated in Kashmere Gate, Karampura, and Lodhi Road. 

Two plots of land have been allotted by the Department of Higher Education, Government of 

NCT of Delhi, for setting up additional campuses of the University—one in Rohini,  

Sector 3 (7.02 hectares) and the other in Dheerpur, Phase 1 (20 hectares). Architectural plans 

have been approved and preparations are underway to start construction on both the sites.  

The Kashmere Gate Campus is located at Lothian Road and is in close proximity to the 

Kashmere Gate Metro station. This campus is shared with the Indira Gandhi Delhi Technical 

University for Women. The Karampura Campus—6.5 acres of land and buildings—is located 

on Shivaji Marg, Karampura. The campus is located in close proximity to Moti Nagar Metro 

Station (Blue Line), Inderlok Metro Station (Red Line) and Karampura Bus Terminal. The 

Lodhi Road campus with an area of 1.97 acres is located in an old school complex at BK Dutt 

Colony, Aliganj. The ground floor of this four-storied campus building was fully renovated 

and functional after it was handed over to the University by the GNCTD in April 2017. This 

year the remaining three floors of the building have also been renovated. The students, 

faculty and staff of the School of Education (SES) shifted to this campus in August 2017. 

This year the Centre for Early Childhood Education and Development (CECED) also shifted 

to the campus.  

The University has a decentralised structure with Schools and Centres as the foci for all 

academic activity. The envisioning of its Schools and Centres has opened-up new 

possibilities in research and academic programmes the typologies for which are essentially 

along interdisciplinary lines. The Schools are conceptualised as relatively well-structured 

interdisciplinary spaces within which programmes are located. The Centres are conceived as 

platforms for project research, policy advocacy, training, networking, and clearing-house 

functions and to address the more fluid areas of contemporary significance.  
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Vision  

The University is committed to the promotion of education, research and extension work in 

higher education with a focus on liberal arts, humanities, and social sciences. It strives to 

analyse the forces contributing to social stability as well as social disequilibrium and to 

visualise how societal evolution can lead to a condition in which all sections of the people 

can achieve their full human potential.  

Philosophy  

A commitment to equity, social justice and excellence forms the bedrock of the philosophy 

and values of the University. As a public institution, the University sees itself as an 

instrument of social transformation, focusing on social action at the interface of civil society 

and the State.  

Goals  

The University strives for excellence in higher education in the social sciences and 

humanities. The University‘s main goal is to create sustainable and effective linkages 

between access to and success in higher education. It is committed to creating an institutional 

culture characterised by humanism, non-hierarchical and collegial functioning, as well as 

teamwork and nurturance of creativity.  

Objectives  

The University has been entrusted with the task of evolving and imparting comprehensive 

higher education of excellence with focus on the liberal arts, humanities, and social sciences. 

It is mandated to engage in both distance and continuing education. Like any other university 

pursuing excellence, it is expected to organise advanced studies and promote research, to 

disseminate knowledge and processes by organising lectures, seminars, symposia, 

workshops, and conferences, and to liaise with institutions of higher learning and research in 

India and overseas. The University also focuses on publishing research monographs, treatises, 

books, reports, and journals. While furthering these objectives, it will also promote cultural 

and ethical values.  

Academic Structure  

The University has a faculty structure that allows for full time-, regular-, core faculty, and for 

part time-, adjunct-, visiting- and emeritus faculty. The extended faculty also includes senior 

postgraduate and research students working as Teaching Assistants. The University‘s 
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academic personnel policy has been designed to reflect the concerns embodied in the vision 

statement more effectively than the structures and processes of many Indian universities. It 

shall be the endeavour of the University to ensure that its functions are conducted in a 

transparent, orderly, fair and just manner, in order to promote a sense of shared governance 

among all its personnel; and develop a new work culture that strengthens and sustains the 

University‘s core values and philosophy. While adhering to all constitutionally mandated 

provisions for reservations, it will also endeavour to ensure equal opportunities for all, and in 

particular, to implement a proactive gender-sensitive policy in recruitment.

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2. Schools of the University  

2.1. School of Business, Public Policy and Social Entrepreneurship 

The School of Business, Public Policy and Social Entrepreneurship (SBPPSE) was launched 

in 2011 to provide excellence in higher education with the aim to address three interlinked 

areas of business, public policy and social entrepreneurship in a holistic and integrated 

manner. The School promotes research and provides professional education and training in 

the fields of management, public policy and social entrepreneurship. The School aspires to 

develop socially sensitive managers. The School is founded on the belief that there is a need 

to develop a holistic approach to business and profit within the larger context of the society 

and economy. The programmes at SBPPSE attempt to foster an interdisciplinary environment 

of learning which has the potential to engender cross-fertilization of ideas while transcending 

the artificial divisions between academia and the world of practice. Courses are designed to 

foster critical thinking and develop a climate of exploration and introspection among the 

students. The best of academic resources including the latest technologies are used in the 

curriculum transaction, and the students are provided with the knowledge and relevant skills 

that match globally accepted standards of excellence.  

Currently, the School has four programmes – general MBA, MBA in Innovation and 

entrepreneurship and venture development (IEVD), BBA, and a doctoral programme. In 

response to the growing needs for management professionals the School launched a two-year 

MBA programme in 2012 followed by a PhD programme in Management in 2018. Two new 

programmes were launched in 2020. To inculcate managerial skills in students from the 

beginning of the professional career SBPPSE launched a three-year BBA programme and 

two-year MBA in Innovation and Entrepreneurship and Venture Development (IEVD). 

Master of Business Administration 

The MBA Programme of the School has developed professional entrepreneurs and managers 

with sensitivity towards larger society and environment that is required to create and manage 

wealth in the contemporary global context. The two-year MBA programme, while imparting 

the essential concepts and principles of modern management in the functional areas of 

marketing, finance, human resource management, organisational behaviour and operations 

research, also exposes the students to issues of public policy and social entrepreneurship. The 

programme follows a blended approach to learning and is based on a variety of learning 

methods such as case study, simulation, role plays, classroom lectures and experiential 
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learning. Field-based learning and experience sharing by practitioners on a regular basis are 

integral parts of our programme. At SBPPSE, efforts are made to groom management 

graduates and prepare them to be leaders, entrepreneurs and managers who are ready to 

shoulder varied responsibilities and to take up any new roles in their respective endeavours. 

The faculty members are drawn from the academic fraternity, practitioners, policy makers, 

visionaries, administrators, domain experts and management leaders both from within the 

university and the outside world and are continuously engaged in teaching, training and 

mentoring our students with a strong focus on interdisciplinary learning. This is the key 

differentiator that enables a management graduate passing out from SBPPSE to draw the big 

picture on real life canvas while being able to comprehend the complex integration of 

business, society and culture. The School also explores placement opportunities for its 

graduates on regular basis supported by the placement team. 

MBA Innovation and Entrepreneurship and Venture Development (IEVD)  

MBA IEVD‘s objective is to groom competent entrepreneurs who would explore 

entrepreneurship as an alternative means to address a wide variety of needs, issues and 

challenges and thus contribute to the development of the country. The graduates of the 

programme are expected to become self-reliant in identifying opportunities for themselves 

that will ensure meaningful career paths as well as enhance livelihood possibilities for others. 

The programme aims to be hands-on and practice oriented in nature together with bringing 

interdisciplinary inputs and a multidisciplinary approach to teaching and learning mostly 

tailored to individualistic needs of students, providing close mentorship and emotional 

support by internal faculty and external experts in the field. 

Bachelor of Business Administration 

The BBA programme aims to impart requisite knowledge and skills with social capital such 

that the graduate has technical knowledge with consciousness of inclusiveness. The 

programme has dimensions of Management, Economics, Liberal Studies, and Humanities 

with a strong orientation on cognitive skills, emotional skills and technological skills. 

PhD programme in Management 

The PhD programme in Management at SBPPSE aims to cultivate a research environment 

wherein scholars are encouraged to conduct original research, think out of the box, address 

the real-world management issues and craft new knowledge across academic literature, 

management practices and policy formulation. The coursework of the programme is designed 
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to train the scholars in the various facets of management research and research methodology. 

They are upskilled to conduct and publish independent research. Several research-oriented 

workshops are organized for the scholars. Through mentorship and joint research, the 

programme prepares the scholars for careers in research, teaching and management. The 

programme is developed with a well-balanced mix of rigour as well as flexibility to meet and 

compete globally with other similar programmes. It admits candidates with a yearning to 

learn and contribute original research to the existing body of knowledge. Academic integrity 

and an honest contribution to research are sought to be the hallmark of this programme.

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2.2. School of Culture and Creative Expressions  

The School of Culture and Creative Expressions (SCCE), founded in 2012, is conceptualised 

as a location that implements a new vision for arts pedagogy and practice in India, with 

pioneering programmes that anticipate the opening up of a dialogue between practice and 

research. SCCE‘s aim is to engage and instil the scholars and practitioners with creative and 

critical apparatuses that may ultimately lead them to connect with issues concerning civil 

society and the state, and bring about works which have a positive impact on society as a 

whole. The School provides a nurturing ground for the development of new and different art 

making practices and theoretical insights across the fields of Visual Art, Literary Art, 

Performance Art and Cinematic Art. 

The MA programmes conceptualised and offered by the School are done so in order to 

initiate a renewed engagement with the public at large. The mandate of the School is 

premised on cultivating a non-elite artistic culture. As a result of this, all the MA programmes 

of the School rigorously engage with questions concerning the dissemination of artistic 

knowledges. Keeping in mind this objective, all the MA programmes have an in-built 

structure that engages with possibilities of building a new public and publicness. Even in the 

originary vision of the School, it was anticipated that all the Programmes will actively 

partake in the transformative potential of cultural activities, both at macro and micro levels 

within the cityscape of Delhi. 

MA in Literary Art (Creative Writing) 

The programme emphasises an inventive and considered practice-based pedagogy intended to 

produce informed and self-reflexive creative writers. It inculcates an awareness of the scope, 

depth and linguistic diversity of the literary landscape in the subcontinent and globally, and a 

receptivity towards creative writing as collaborative work, thus requiring a sensitive and 

supportive environment for creative production. 

MA in Film Studies 

The programme speaks to research programmes in film, media, and cultural studies elsewhere 

in the country and abroad, along with addressing the need to train students as film critics, 

curators, and theoretically-informed practitioners in Indian and world cinemas. It emphasises 

a familiarity with theories, histories, and methods of engaging with film and media. 

MA in Visual Art 
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The programme is designed to enable the student to engage with critical and experimental art 

practice and to carve out new spaces or strengthen available spaces of alternative creative 

practices. With its integrative curriculum that includes physical training, choreography, 

critical thinking and inter-disciplinary studies. 

MA in Performance Studies 

The foundational research-oriented programme aims at encouraging the students to pursue 

further specialization in the field in the form of MPhil/PhD, which in turn would create a new 

cluster of scholars as pedagogues, performers, writers, directors, independent researchers and 

community activists in this emerging field with multidisciplinary perspectives and a sense of 

strong social connect. This programme uses inter and multiple disciplinary perspectives 

borrowing its major theoretical formulations from ancient theories of arts across culture, to 

very recent mode of communication and digital dynamics of 21st century in order to analyse 

and critically understand the various performance processes and practices, both by engaging 

with theory and practice. 

MA in Performance Practice (Dance) 

The programme equips participants to redefine and rearticulate the boundaries of dance 

practice as performers, creators, researchers, pedagogues or managers through a critical 

engagement with the embodied cultures and the evolving dance ecology of the Indian 

subcontinent. Students are trained to be reflexive practitioners who engage in the disciplines 

of dancing and making with a sensitive and critical approach. Both programmes also enable 

students to take up research—practice-based or otherwise.

The School offers PhD programmes in Visual Art, Literary Art and Film Studies. One of the 

unique features of this programme is that it is one of the pioneering programme in the country 

which has developed a curriculum structure for practice-based artistic research.

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2.3. School of Design  

The School of Design at Ambedkar University Delhi (AUD) is visualised as both a practice 

and research-based School for the pursuit of design education from the undergraduate level to 

the postgraduate and doctoral levels. The School is unique as it is placed in a university 

wholly focussed on the humanities and social sciences. The study and practice of design here 

is thus focussed on bringing together the traditional attributes of design—the emphasis on 

form, function, aesthetics and experiences—with concerns of equity and ecology to create 

more accessible, inclusive and sustainable public services and systems through participatory 

and collaborative design methods. 

The School has been associated with Royal College of Art (London) and the Glasgow School 

of Art, (Glasgow and Forres) through faculty exchange initiatives and continues to explore 

future tie-ups with other institutions internationally and nationally. 

Faculty members at the School of Design have expertise in diverse fields including 

architecture, textile and accessory design, urban design, visual communication as well as art, 

architecture and design history.  Adjunct faculty members bring in varied expertise in data 

visualisation, ecology, service design, social entrepreneurship, sustainability, systems 

thinking and user interface/user experience. 

The Futures Lab at the School of Design has been initiated to undertake sponsored and self-

initiated projects to demonstrate the efficacy and value of design in emerging areas of social 

relevance. The lab has been engaged with two projects on Last Mile Connectivity and Urban 

Farming as part of a Design Innovation Centre funded by the Ministry of Human Resources 

Development. Currently, it is conducting a design audit of Mohalla Clinics, the Delhi 

Government‘s community-based healthcare initiative. 

Master of Design (Social Design) 

It is a 2-year, full time, practice-based programme, Students are trained in the methods, tools 

and approaches of design disciplines with those of the social sciences to creatively address 

complex social issues through participatory and collaborative design methods. The areas of 

focus are public services and systems (such as health, education, transport, waste, governance 

interfaces), community networks and livelihoods (pertaining to crafts, informal economies, 

built and intangible heritage, urban and rural commons), digital technologies (social media, 

user interfaces and experiences, privacy). Students are also introduced to entrepreneurial 

competencies and leadership to support them to establish their own enterprises while also 
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providing internship opportunities in established organisations. So far, students have interned 

with organisations such as Centre for Internet and Society, Action Aid, Hyderabad Urban 

Lab, Thoughtshop, Public Health Foundation of India, Hunnarshala, Quicksand, Azad 

Foundation, Seva Mandir and Centre for Knowledge Societies. Graduates are now working at 

organisations such as Centre for Policy Research, National Institute of Design, Centre for 

Internet and Society, Bihar Innovation Lab, Action India, HITLAB Healthcare Innovation 

Lab, Fortune Cookie UX Design and UNDP in areas as diverse as healthcare, sanitation 

wildlife conservation, design education, digital privacy, user experience and waste 

management services.

2.4. School of Development Studies  

School of Development Studies (SDS) was one among the first Schools that were created at 

Ambedkar University Delhi. Over the years the School has made its presence felt in India and 

abroad by intensely engaging with different development questions from an interdisciplinary 

perspective. SDS has a mission to strengthen social science teaching and research through 

inter-disciplinary approaches, based on the foundations provided by the disciplines of 

Sociology, Anthropology, Political Science and Economics. The School has a special link to 

the overall vision of the University, which is to promote broad-based multidisciplinary higher 

education that links strongly to social needs. It is guided by the understanding that serious 

research in the development theory, experiences of development, issues of identity and 

discrimination, environmental concerns and other facets of the development discourse can, in 

today‘s context, be conducted more effectively through an interdisciplinary approach. The 

School aims to provide innovative and cutting-edge research in a range if political, social, 

cultural and economic issues, processes and realties with an emphasis on vulnerable, 

marginalised and deprived groups. 

MA in Development Studies  

Since 2009, the School has been engaged through its MA programme, in generating 

pedagogies of interdisciplinary approaches to development through its faculty and in 

consultation with experts from the academic world as well as the world of practice.  The 

programme includes courses that combine theoretical and conceptual understanding with 

substantial field-based learning, along with a strong emphasize on dissertation writing, 

aiming at nurturing of research competence at the Masters level itself. While focusing on 

interdisciplinary approaches, it also allows students to focus on particular disciplinary 

approaches, if they wish to, informed by perspectives from other disciplines. 

The two-year programme is transacted through classroom lectures, workshops, seminars, and 

field projects. The programme emphasises research and analytical skills, oral and written 

communication, and exposure to development practice. The programme lays a strong 

emphasis on training students in social research in the broad space of development. 

PhD in Development Studies 

The SDS‘s Doctoral Program in Development Studies aims at enabling the students to 

understand conceptual frameworks, analyse information and evaluate judgments and 

findings. It also emphasizes on developing ability to conduct research and understand policy 
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implications. The PhD program is open to: a) those who already hold an MPhil degree in 

Development Studies, Sociology, Anthropology, Political Science, Economics or allied 

subjects with strong social science training; and b) those who hold an MA/MSc in 

Development Studies or allied subjects, Economics, Political Science, Sociology or a relevant 

Masters‘ degree with strong social science training, who have scholarly publications to their 

credit, or who have displayed special aptitude for research. The priority areas for the PhD 

programme include: labour and livelihoods, agrarian changes, industrialisation, public policy 

and governance, entrepreneurship, social exclusion, rights of marginalised, social 

movements, gender and development, migration, displacement and refugee issues, conflict 

and development, environment, natural resources and indigenous knowledge, and

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2.5. School of Education Studies  

SES is envisioned to evolve as a community of professionals and scholars endeavouring to 

understand education in its historical and contemporary contexts through engaged scholarship 

and practice. The School aims to bridge the gap between the theory and practice of education 

in its multiple locations—in that, it attempts to foster greater convergence between the study 

of education as a social phenomenon and the preparation of professional educators. In pursuit 

of its vision, SES instituted its first academic programme, MA Education, in 2012. In 

collaboration with the Centre for Early Childhood Education and Development (CECED) and 

with initial support from Sir Ratan Tata Trust, the School launched the MA Education (Early 

Childhood Care and Education) in 2014. In 2019, SES has initiated Continuing Professional 

Development certificate courses for practicing educators. These courses are a part of the plan 

to institute quality pre-service and in-service programmes in teacher education across the 

various school levels. The School also launched a PhD programme in education in 2019 

designed to engage scholars committed to identifying challenges in education, developing 

newer insights and contributing to the knowledge construction in this discipline. 

MA in Education 

MA Education is a two-year full-time programme that involves rigorous engagement with 

educational theory, practice and policies. The programme aims to engage with education both 

as a social phenomenon and an area of knowledge as situated in the socio-historic-politico-

economic structures and processes of society. It uses multiple disciplinary perspectives to 

analyse and critically understand the various processes and systems of education. In this way, 

it hopes to contribute to the development of education as a discipline – by bringing together a 

range of literature and theories which can help in examining varied educational phenomena, 

by actively engaging with the field and by contributing towards research in education. 

Students will be exposed to various critical debates in contemporary education as well as 

field realities and hands-on experiences – through a combination of taught, workshops, 

seminars, research and field components. 

MA in Education (Early Childhood Care and Education) 

The MA Education (ECCE) programme provides an in-depth understanding of early 

childhood care and education through multiple disciplines—child development, sociology, 

history, psychoanalytic frame, anthropology and critical pedagogy. This multidisciplinary 

approach, along with sustained field attachment at preschool sites, and summer internship at 
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non-school sites, offers a unique professional development opportunity for students. Research 

in the area of ECCE is further advanced by students in this programme through their 

dissertation component. The programme aims to cater to the growing demand for curriculum 

developers, social entrepreneurs and teacher educators in the field of ECCE, and scholars and 

researchers who can contribute to the body of knowledge in ECCE. 

PhD in Education 

The programme aims to question, study, and critique the various forces influencing the 

discourse of education and respond by creating alternative pathways. It intends to nurture 

research scholars who develop the capacity to study the changing landscape of education and 

the critical issues in the various sites of practice. It intends to develop evidence based 

approaches to promote equity and social justice. The programme is designed to enable 

candidates to engage in rigorous scholarship and enhance the existing literature in the field 

with high quality research. The courses will encourage candidates to examine topics through 

multiple lenses grounded in different disciplines. 

Continuing Professional Development (CPD) Courses for Educators 

The CPD plans of the School are focussed on engaging with the current context of inadequate 

quantity and quality of in-service teacher education opportunities for practicing educators. 

These plans are based on a vision of a seamless continuum of programmes that provide Initial 

Professional Preparation and CPD opportunities for a range of educators (including 

schoolteachers and leaders, educational administrators and planners, teacher educators, 

curriculum developers, parents, and others). The longer-term plan is to offer specialised 

baskets of courses that could be assembled to allow credit accumulation that with a suitable 

capstone would culminate in a Diploma or a Degree programme. This provision of flexible 

pathways for continuing education to practicing educators is the unique programme feature 

that is rarely seen in the Indian teacher education scenario. Bringing CPD for practicing 

professionals in the mainstay of the University and creating spaces for exchange between 

school and higher education are the broader goals of the plans.

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2.6. School of Global Affairs  

The School of Global Affairs (SGA) focuses on emerging processes and issues that have the 

potential to impact life on the planet. These ‗frontier‘ processes, given their uncertain and 

fast-evolving nature, call upon academic institutions to develop equally flexible and 

collaborative methods of engagement. These concerns include global warming and 

environmental change, health and well-being, urbanisation, conflict and security, science and 

technology, and the new media landscape. Each of these is critical and requires thought and 

considered action. The School aims to amalgamate and organise these efforts with the goal of 

enabling cross-disciplinary conversations and collaborations.  

The School currently offers three undergraduate programmes in Global Studies, Sustainable 

Urbanism, and Social Science and Humanities, and two postgraduate programmes in Global 

Studies and Urban Studies. 

BA in Global Studies 

The BA in Global Studies is for students interested in interdisciplinary thinking in an 

interconnected world. The focus on real-world challenges such as climate change, borderless 

technologies, integrated economies, and mobile populations, demands that future graduates 

think and act globally. The challenges of the modern world are carefully situated in the 

programme that recognises the process of globalisation as having evolved over time and 

space. The compulsory foreign language component of the programme further aims to equip 

graduates with skills required to take advantage of the opportunities to become leaders in the 

age of global change. 

BA in Sustainable Urbanism 

BA in Sustainable Urbanism aims to build an interdisciplinary understanding of the growth 

and planning of cities nested in a variety of urban ecosystems. It aims to prepare technically 

equipped, analytically adept, and socially engaged practitioners. Graduates, by the end of the 

programme, will be in a position to evaluate urban technologies in terms of their design, 

social interest and ecological sustainability. 

BA in Social Sciences and Humanities 

The BA in Social Science and Humanities (SSH) programme is structured and complemented 

by the orientation of the other three BA programmes in Law and Politics, Global Studies, and 
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Sustainable Urbanism, that seek to craft their own respective niche through an 

interdisciplinary route. 

MA in Global Studies 

The MA in Global Studies aspires to inculcate a ‗global perspective‘ among students as an 

epistemological attempt to investigate the diverse historical trajectories and underlying 

factors of globality by deploying a variety of intellectual tools and methods, leading to the 

appreciation of the connections and relationships of globalism, globalisation and globality. 

Some of the essential programme objectives are to highlight the hidden histories and 

geographies of globality that are often subsumed within the dominant narrative of colonial, 

postcolonial and neoliberal globalisation; and to understand processes through which 

perceptions of ‗local‘ and ‗global‘ are co-produced within a multitude of locally embedded 

contexts. This programme seeks to engender a culture of self-conscious and reflective 

learning through a suite of core, elective courses and guided research projects. It intends to 

prepare the graduates in all aspects to work in organisations, institutions and social spaces of 

all nature. 

MA in Urban Studies 

MA in Urban Studies aims to produce graduates who bring a humanistic approach to urban 

concerns even as they are conversant with their technical and analytical aspects. The 

programme is rooted in the realities and experiences of the Global South through continuous 

engagements with the field. It is built on three aspects of urbanism—the lived, the built, and 

the ecological—from which its content follows.

Mohit Panchal, MA Global Studies, qualified among the top 100 contributors from the world 

in the Global essay competition for St. Gallen Symposium (Switzerland). He received the

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2.7. School of Human Ecology 

Human Ecology is the interdisciplinary study of complex social-ecological issues at multiple 

spatial scales. Research and teaching at the School of Human Ecology (SHE) bring together 

ideas, methodologies and toolkits from various disciplines in the natural sciences and social 

sciences to understand interactions between the biophysical environment and human society. 

The School‘s thematic focus areas include environmental and ecological change, biodiversity 

conservation, ecological restoration, rural and urban transformations, environmental and 

social impact assessment and public health. The scholars and faculty deploy quantitative, 

qualitative and geospatial methodological frameworks with the aim of understanding 

complexity and causality in the intertwined lives of humans and other species. The School 

expects its students to graduate with the knowledge and skills necessary to rigorously analyse 

and address environmental concerns keeping in mind the twin concerns of social justice and 

ecological sustainability. 

MA in Environment and Development and PhD in Human Ecology 

The flagship programmes of the School are the MA in Environment and Development 

(MAED) and the PhD programme in Human Ecology. These programmes are unique in 

South Asia in their orientation, scope and pedagogy. They are designed to equip graduates to 

work in research and higher education institutions, government agencies and civil society 

organisations on areas related to environment, development and sustainability. The 

programmes place a strong emphasis on interdisciplinary and field-based learning within the 

ecological and social sciences, and on empirical research, intensive student mentoring and 

regular updating of the curriculum based on consultation with experts and student feedback.  
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2.8. School of Human Studies 

The School of Human Studies (SHS) has earned an inimitable location in the history of 

Indian academia by bringing together an interdisciplinary group comprising scholars from an 

array of fields concerning human living. Here, psychologists, social anthropologists, 

sociologists, political scientists, feminist scholars, and philosophers develop and devote their 

expertise to studying the ‗human‘ in all its complexity, even as it makes an attempt to 

translate the knowledge thus acquired into sustainable practices that enrich human living. The 

engagement so far has included the themes of family, community, changing lifestyles, 

relationships, sexuality, changing character of workplaces, stages of life (particularly old 

age), etc. 

The School seeks to foster deliberate and critical engagement with the particular realities of 

our times as they take form in what we call ‗human experience‘. These realities not only 

inform human thinking but also produce a special mode of thought called ‗dreaming‘ which, 

if given due channels, carries immense potential to generate a kind of human interaction that 

can both enhance our insight into the realities of our times and help us achieve 

transformations that alter their alienating aspects. Reflecting on the meaning of the term 

‗human‘ at best gives us deep experiences of insights that help us utilize a seemingly 

impersonal history to create a new sense of what constitutes the present, thereby constantly 

reconstituting the individual and collective. The term is ever renewable, and hence its 

potential can only be tapped through approaches that warrant the use of the plural ‗Studies‘. 

The School, has thus, been envisioned on a set of conceptual axes and associated practices 

which inform the thrust of its programmes as well as the processes of teaching, mentorship, 

assessment, research and engagement with the fields of practice in society. 

Currently, the School offers MA Psychology (Psychosocial Clinical Studies), MPhil 

Psychoanalytical Psychotherapy, MA Gender Studies, MPhil/PhD Women‘s and Gender 

Studies, PhD Psychology and MPhil Development Practice to engage with crucial issues 

about human lives and life stories with a playfulness that is not divorced from seriousness, a 

synthesis not ordinarily associated with higher education. In addition, SHS works intricately 

with the Centre or Development Practice, Centre of Psychotherapy and Clinical Research and 

Ehsaas (Psychotherapy and counselling clinic). 

MA Psychology (Psychosocial Clinical Studies) 
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The MA Psychology (Psychosocial Clinical Studies) is the flagship programme of the 

School. It has a unique structure with a balance of psychology courses with interdisciplinary 

foundational courses. The programme rests at the cusp of clinical and critical thinking 

touching salient themes such as marginalization, poverty, psychopathology, deconstruction of 

normalcy, Freudian and post-Freudian psychoanalytic clinical work. 

MA Gender Studies  

The Masters programme in Gender Studies is envisaged as a thoroughly interdisciplinary 

course drawing upon gendered analysis from the sciences, social sciences and the humanities. 

It would enable students to understand the ‗situatedness‘ of an individual within a family, 

society, culture, nation-state and global politics. The course combines theory, method and 

contemporary context to develop sensitivity towards the workings of gender in wide ranging 

domains. This challenges students to think about the operation of gender at multiple levels 

through an exhaustive set of readings and stimulating experiences. Alternative pedagogical 

devices are employed to make the learning experience enriching and enjoyable. 

MPhil in Psychoanalytical Psychotherapy 

This is a three-year programme dedicated to producing trained psychoanalytical 

psychotherapists and clinical researchers who are well equipped to contribute positively to 

mental health services in the country. Its major thrust is to create a mental health professional 

who is sensitive, competent and open minded, and who understands culture, history and 

politics, even as they emerge in the consultation room. Through relating symptoms to the life 

history of an individual or family, the emphasis is to understand the vicissitudes of human 

conflicts and struggles from an empathic position. With rigorous training in theory, 

supervised clinical work, personal therapy of the aspiring clinician and clinical research 

work, it hopes to strengthen the capacity to think clinically, which involves identification, 

articulation and shared expression of mental states. An engagement and reflection on this 

rhythmic process enables a movement towards healing, and subsequently research. The 

MPhil programme is vertically integrated with a PhD programme in Psychology, for which 

there are a limited number of seats. 

MPhil in Development Studies 

The MPhil programme hopes to engender a classroom and field-based learning process that 

brings to dialogue the three hitherto hyper-separated components of ‗knowing‘-‗relating‘-
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‗doing‘ through a one-year long immersion experience in largely Adivasi and Dalit contexts 

in central India and an ‗action research‘ based pedagogy.  

The process of knowing involves inculcating a critical-analytical-reflective relationship with 

the dominant discourse of development through first semester courses like Philosophy of 

Development Practice and Understanding the Rural, second semester Courses like Equality 

Discrimination Marginalization, Environment Natural Resources and Development and 

Gender and Development and third semester Courses like Philosophy of Justice, Discourses 

on Well-Being, and Politics Resistance Transformation. These courses enable students to 

conceive of development beyond quantitative, top-down and statist approaches, and take 

them to a more human-focused, relational or psychological context.  

MPhil and PhD in Women's and Gender Studies 

MPhil and PhD in Women's and Gender Studies programme is conducted in association with 

Centre for Women's Development Studies (CWDS), Delhi as a part of collaboration between 

the two institutions. The programme will assimilate analytical understandings of the 

significance of gender (relations) and foster study of conduits and configurations of power, 

causes, contexts and consequences of women‘s subordination. The MPhil and PhD 

Programme also creates a space for questioning silences around gender that steer the 

workings of caste, class and community in contemporary and historical societies, and in the 

social sciences. 

The uniqueness of these MPhil and PhD programmes is also marked by them being housed 

within the School of Human Studies with its own focus on the complexity of the (gendered) 

subject in its intra-psychic and inter-subjective dimension. The programmes assimilate 

analytical understandings of the significance of gender (relations) as an object of inquiry, and 

the necessity of studying conduits and configurations of power, in addition to the causes, 

contexts and consequences of women‘s subordination. 

PhD in Psychology  

The programme hopes to strengthen a self-critical version of psychological enquiry. Guided 

by an interdisciplinary thrust and a self-reflexive perspective, this psychosocial framework of 

research, seeks to constantly question both knowledge and power and thereby aspires to 

reclaim a psychological human science that is culturally sensitive, decolonised and socio-

politically aware. It attempts to foreground an inter-subjective research sensibility within 

which conscious and unconscious currents, feelings and the phenomenological flow of life 
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are given salience. Serving life and its struggles and focusing on qualitative work wherein 

sustained engagement is valued and the transformative potentials in the self of the researcher 

and the researched are opened up, the course lays the foundations for a future researcher to 

undertake psycho dynamically inclined, critical, participatory and dialogically oriented work.

2.9. School of Law, Governance and Citizenship  

The School of Law, Governance and Citizenship (SLGC) offers an interdisciplinary approach 

to the fertile and complex interaction of law, culture, politics, and social structures. Rather 

than treating the law merely as a domain of legal practice or as a body of knowledge reserved 

for lawyers and legal scholars, the School understands the law to be a contested terrain of 

knowledge and practice that is best investigated in a creative and collaborative manner across 

disciplines. Towards that end the composition of the faculty of the School consists of people 

who come from a law background as well as scholars from the social sciences and humanities 

but whose work critically explores questions of law and legality. The School currently has 

faculty with a diverse background including law, history, anthropology, political science and 

film theory.  

A significant thrust within the School has been to combine theory and practice by designing 

courses which speak to issues of contemporary relevance. These include courses on 

citizenship and law, economic areas of law, law state and crime to name just a few. We 

regularly conduct colloquiums and invites guest speakers to address issues of immediate 

concern. It has also in the past hosted short-term visiting Fellows who have contributed to the 

intellectual and pedagogic aims of School. 

The School currently offers BA in Law and Politics and MA in Law, Society and Politics. 

The School is in the midst of discussions and consultations to begin the PhD programme 

which will contribute to a rigorous, interdisciplinary study of law.  

BA in Law and Politics 

This course introduces students to the dynamism of the legal and political field, which 

extends beyond the study of formal institutions. It explicates the productive entanglement of 

law and politics and the manner in which they co-constitute and generate each other. It is a 

creative effort to understand the relationship between these two domains and not think of law 

and politics as discrete domains. The concept of citizenship mediates this relationship and the 

BA-LP foregrounds how citizenship in India continues to be arbitrated through legal 

processes, with these processes impelled by the political. The programme‘s inclination is to 

delineate how law impresses upon life outside the structuring space of the courtroom and how 

in our political sensibilities, too, we draw upon law‘s syntax—citizenship, rights, duties, 

state, democracy, justice, order—to make our everyday comprehensible. The emphasis of the 
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programme is on a conceptual introduction of core areas of public law as well as private law, 

which will provide the foundation that is needed to conduct interdisciplinary conversations.  

The programme is meant for students who are willing to experiment outside the boundaries 

set not just by individual disciplines, but also streams - social sciences, commerce and natural 

sciences. The School offers a creative and non-conventional perspective of looking at the 

discipline of law and politics, which resonates with students who believe that the pursuit of 

learning can be multidisciplinary.  

MA in Law, Politics and Society 

The MA programme in Law, Politics and Society is designed with the premise that a focus on 

the intersection of law and politics is of crucial importance in shaping a better understanding 

of modern India. The programme has a comparative focus that foregrounds the debates of the 

global south within a wider political and cultural context. Students from a wide range of 

disciplines, including but not limited to law, sociology, political science, history, economics, 

literature and philosophy find this programme attractive. Law graduates through this 

programme will be able to deepen their understanding of interdisciplinary legal studies, 

including legal history, sociology of law and law and economics. Graduates of other social 

sciences will be able to acquire a socio-political understanding of law and the functioning of 

legal institutions.  

The programme invites eminent legal scholars and practitioners as guest lecturers and offers 

electives that introduce students to link the theoretical study of law with its practical 

application. The programme is oriented towards those interested in deepening their 

understanding of law towards a career in research, teaching and legal practice. The 

programme is useful to those who plan to work in advocacy, policy, non-governmental 

organisations and those who seek a more informed approach to the practice of law. For 

students without a background in law, it offers and entry point into the study of law and 

equips them with a unique opportunity to develop their skills in the field.

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2.10. School of Letters 

The School of Letters came into being on 5th March 2017. The School offers a range of 

interdisciplinary courses and programmes in the literary humanities that support, encourage 

and redefine the meanings of literature, culture, language and humanisms in historical and 

contemporary perspectives. 

‗Letters‘ signifies literature, but in this instance, is also intended to invoke the fields of 

orality, writing, reading, listening and communicating, i.e., living activities and not only a 

collection of texts and their interpretations. The term ‗Letters‘ invokes multiple relationships 

between orality and writing, the individual and the collective. It demands a radical return to 

the idea of the humanities, in a way that is philosophically and historically aware, in order to 

address the question of subjectivity that is at the heart of the humanities.  

The School represents an open space where a continuous dialogue with society and its 

discontents becomes possible. It grounds the reading of literature within its social contexts 

and encourage skepticism and a free environment in which discussion and debate can be kept 

alive. The approach is inclusive and innovative with an emphasis on new perspectives even in 

the study of mainstream literature. The overall aim is to promote a broad, inclusive vision 

premised on respect for all forms of life. 

English, Hindi and Comparative Literature and Translation Studies as disciplinary streams 

may be broadly characterized as directing us towards understanding our time and our 

modernity as we inhabit it in our pedagogical and ‗worldly‘ engagements within a 

specifically Indian public sphere. While remaining rooted in separate disciplines, the School 

will function as a space where collaborative and integrative approaches promote and enable 

interdisciplinary.  

MPhil and PhD in Comparative Literature and Translation Studies 

Tagore translated ―Comparative Literature‖ into Bengali as ―visva sahitya‖ (world literature). 

The choice of sahitya for literature reveals the possibilities of comparative studies of 

literature in our part of the world. Comparison is not just comparing disparate objects but 

nurturing a conceptual space in which the imagination can be confronted with otherness. The 

aim of this research programme is precisely to turn literature into an experience of that 

otherness, which both questions and redraws the sense of culture, nation and identity. 

While close-reading skills in the original is a key aspect of the comparatist–translator‘s brief, 

our researchers may also choose to bring literary studies in close dialogue with other 
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disciplines from the humanities and social sciences. The programme encourages the practice 

of translation and recognizes its significance in ways that will promote the reading and 

dissemination of literatures in as many languages as possible, with a special focus on Indian 

and South Asian literary cultures. 

PhD English  

The English PhD programme at AUD seeks to train scholars in inter-disciplinary 

methodologies and engaged research. The researcher is expected to gain a thorough 

understanding of the critical, theoretical and philosophical universe/notions related to her 

research. Apart from inculcating acute critical thinking and reading skills, the programme 

facilitates academic writing and develops varied perspectives on a wide range of literary and 

cultural productions. Since the vision of the programme is founded on a broad and expansive 

understanding of ‗the text‘ and literature itself, the ultimate gain from this programme would 

be an ability to read, question, analyse and formulate one‘s responses to cultural productions 

and the processes behind these productions. 

MPhil and PhD in Hindi 

From the academic year beginning in July 2017, the MPhil and PhD programmes in Hindi 

have been offered by the School of Letters.   

MA English 

The Masters Programme in English proposes to dismantle the hierarchy between British 

Literature and other literatures in English, including literatures in translation. It seeks to bring 

into focus the significance of literatures belonging to lesser-known languages and regions. 

Strengthening the overall vision of Ambedkar University, this programme hopes to orient 

students towards engaged and reflective scholarship.  

MA Hindi 

The Masters Programme in Hindi aims to develop critical tools for reading strategies of rich 

Hindi creative repertoire. It also aims to rediscover, analyse and debate on different traditions 

of texts and their readings. While focusing on traditional discipline areas like Creative 

writing, Poetics, Linguistics, Criticism etc, programmes orient students toward emerging 

disciplinary areas like Diaspora Literature and Film Studies. Strengthening the vision of 

Ambedkar University Delhi, the ultimate aim for this programme would be to prepare 
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students to develop the ability to question, analyse and formulate our cultural repertoire and 

the processes behind it.

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2.11. School of Liberal Studies   

The School of Liberal Studies (SLS) has conducted since 2011 four MA programmes in 

Economics, English, History and Sociology and M.Phil. and Ph.D. programmes in Hindi and 

History. The programmes are inter-disciplinary in nature. They support, encourage and 

redefine liberal arts education through innovative interdisciplinary courses, interactive 

pedagogy and learning that goes beyond classroom spaces. The programmes are designed to 

develop socially sensitive researchers with expertise in the respective knowledge domains 

and the capacity to engage in dialogue across disciplines. As of December 2020, nearly one 

thousand students have been graduated from the aforementioned MA programmes. Many of 

these graduates have gone on further study, into employment and into voluntary and social 

work. The first doctoral degree awarded by AUD was conferred in December 2016 to Kumari 

Jyoti Gupta (Ph.D. Hindi programme) for her thesis. In 2016-17 new M.Phil. and Ph.D. 

programmes were approved in mathematics and in sociology. In 2017 the programmes in 

English and Hindi have been migrated to the newly established School of Letters that shall 

also include programmes in comparative literature and translation studies. The Ph. D. 

programme in economics was started in 2017-18. 

MA Economics 

The objectives of the MA Economics programme are to provide the students with a rigorous 

and in-depth advanced training in economic analysis while equipping them with the skills 

sets to comprehend the contemporary economic issues that developing countries like India 

face. 

MA History 

The MA History programme is designed to impart understanding of historical phenomena 

and processes by transmitting skills of historical analysis and interpretive techniques of other 

disciplines, and by fostering critical thinking.  These skills will serve students well whether 

inside or beyond field academe. 

MA Sociology 

The MA Sociology programme is designed to equip the students with the knowledge and the 

skills to foster critical thinking as well as reflexive awareness. Orienting the students to the 

relationship between the text and context, self and society, and the past and the present is an 

important aim of the programme that enables them to grow into active learners committed to 

principles of social justice. 
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MPhil and PhD History 

The History programmes are geared towards providing rigorous and focused training in 

historical methods and methodology while fine-tuning the dissertation specific requirements 

of the research scholars to strengthen their ability to perform independent research.

Coursework has been specially 

designed to ensure that students are well-prepared via electives to choose area of research. A 

unique feature is the teaching practicum which we compulsorily require our MPhil students 

to do and encourage our PhD students to participate in. Workshops, lectures by eminent 

mathematicians, who also spend time interacting with students are a feature that we strive 

hard to nurture.

PhD programme in Sociology is aimed towards creating academically rigorous scholars 

trained in multiple sociological methods to be able to understand, interpret, write about the 

social world. Through a systematic pedagogic training in the evolution of sociological 

concepts and research methods, the objective of the PhD sociology programme is to sharpen 

understanding and analytical skills of the researcher.

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2.12. School of Undergraduate Studies  

The School of Undergraduate Studies (SUS), the initial home for students exploring 

undergraduate honors courses, is the largest School in the University. The School strives to 

enable undergraduate students to achieve success in their areas of interest with its emphasis 

on an interdisciplinary programme structure. The School offers Honours programmes in 

Economics, English, History, Mathematics, Psychology, Sociology, and Social Sciences and 

Humanities. Of these programmes, all are offered at Kashmiri Gate campus, while Honours 

programmes in Economics, English, Psychology, and, Social Sciences and Humanities are 

also offered at Karampura campus. In the year 2019–20 over 900 students were registered in 

various programmes in the School.  

BA (Hons.) in Economics 

This programme is designed to provide students with basic but rigorous training in the 

analysis of the economy, with emphasis on issues confronting developing economies like 

India. The aim is to expose students to different perspectives within the discipline and also be 

familiar with the social and political dimensions of economics.  

BA (Hons.) in English 

This programme introduces students to all aspects of the study of literature. Along with 

literature written in English, the course has a strong component of translations into English of 

Indian and all other significant literatures across the world, which is considered the entry 

point for students to critically examine the world. The programme hopes to impart to students 

the broadest possible understanding of literature as a cultural and linguistic practice and equip 

them with tools to dismantle the accepted and forced hierarchies in literary and cultural 

practices. 

BA (Hons.) in History 

This programme is designed to stimulate students‘ interest in India‘s varied pasts in relation 

to wider global trends. It aims to introduce students to different ways of accessing the past 

that make the study of history exciting and rewarding. They explore cinema and visual 

culture and undertake projects that enhance critical thinking and develop analytical skills. 

The elective courses pertain to more specialized areas of application. The course comprises 

tutorials, field-trips, workshops, seminars, etc.  

BA (Hons.) in Mathematics

This programme covers abstract algebra, real analysis, numerical analysis, probability and 

statistics, differential equations and linear optimization. A wide variety of elective courses in 

Mathematics include topics like mathematical finance, actuarial mathematics, mathematics 

for computer science, discrete mathematics, number theory and cryptography, advanced 

algebra, advanced analysis, mathematical modeling and so on. Computational skills and 

programming skills are taught through extensive practical lessons. The course comprises 

tutorial and lab sessions, workshops and seminars, etc.  

BA (Hons.) in Psychology 

The core courses in this programme familiarize students with the history and methods of 

Psychology. They learn about cognition, childhood, neuropsychology, social and abnormal 

psychology. A course that makes Psychology relevant to the Indian context is also taught. 

The elective courses are more interdisciplinary and show the applicability of psychological 

understanding in the areas of counseling, organizational behaviours, education, sexuality, and 

story-telling traditions.  

BA (Hons.) in Sociology 

This programme is designed to develop students‘ critical awareness of the relationship 

between self and society and to question common-sense assumptions about their everyday 

world. The programme aims to cultivate reflexive orientation through a combination of 

innovative courses that are theoretical, methodological and topical.  

BA (Hons.) in Social Sciences and Humanities (SSH) 

This is a unique programme that allows students to explore three domains — Humanities, 

Social Sciences and Mathematical Sciences — within the School in some depth while 

obtaining the wider benefits of a liberal arts education.

2.13. School of Vocational Studies  

The School of Vocational Studies (SVS) was set up in 2016 as a part of the University‘s 

vision to reach out to the larger community of Delhi. Delhi‘s changing demography and the 

resultant emergence of a large number of first-generation high school graduates who are keen 

to pursue full-time or part-time tertiary education as preparation to participate effectively in 

the fast-growing economy through the acquisition of quality livelihood skills is the broad 

rationale for establishing the School of Vocational Studies (SVS). The first academic 

programmes were launched in 2017 by offering three Bachelors of Vocation programmes in 

(1) BVoc Early Childhood Centre Management and Entrepreneurship, (2) BVoc Retail 

Management and (3) BVoc Tourism and Hospitality. All the BVoc programmes offered have 

been approved by the University Grants Commission (UGC). The School follows the UGC’s 

guidelines and levels defined under National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) of 

Government of India in all its BVoc programmes with multiple entry and exit options, that 

lead to Certificate, Diploma, Advanced Diploma and Bachelor of Vocation (BVoc) degree.   

Apart from the three BVoc programmes, it is envisaged that the School will offer various 

other BVoc programmes and short duration certificate/diploma programmes on skill 

development for meeting the immediate requirement of the workforce. The School has been 

exploring developing programmes and courses that will provide students with the required 

skill-set and academic inputs for meaningful employment once they graduate from the 

programme. It is hoped that these programmes will enable many of them to become self-

employed, entrepreneurs, creators and generators of jobs for themselves and for many more 

educated youth in the society.  

The BVoc programmes offered by the School at the Karampura campus, are unique because 

all programmes have an option of multiple entry/exits. The curriculum for each BVoc 

programme has been designed in close partnership with industry experts, industry 

associations, Sector Skill Councils, various Schools and Centres of the University and 

National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC) as well as professionals and academics. 

The programmes have a mandatory component of internship or on the job training (OJT) to 

provide students the opportunities to develop and enhance their practical skills in the chosen 

vertical. Each of the exit levels has an identified matching job role by the industries as per the 

National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) levels which are recognized all over the 

country. 
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BVoc in Early Childhood Centre Management and Entrepreneurship (ECCME) 

The BVoc in ECCME programme has been conceptualised keeping in mind the need to 

locate the preparation of daycare professionals in the University system as well as in 

institutional set-up as a degree programme. It is to be noted that the programme is not meant 

for the preparation of preschool teachers. While a daycare could have children from six 

months to 11 years, the specific focus in this degree programme would be two-fold—(i) on 

daycare services for children from six months to 3 years and (ii) after-school care for children 

up to elementary. A centre-based daycare with trained professionals would typically address 

issues of not just health and safety, but also create an environment that fosters cognitive and 

social-emotional development.

 Rigorous field-exposure 

 Programme designed as per the need of the early childhood field 

 A unique BVoc with hybrid of childcare and entrepreneurship 

 Taught by the field experts 

 Creative workshops by eminent resource persons throughout semesters

 BVoc in Retail Management 

The Retail Sector has been at the helm of India‘s growth story. The BVoc in Retail 

Management programme is specialized to prepares the graduate to acquire skills related to 

retail management so that they become trained skilled manpower in the retail sector. This 

programme is aimed to equip students with all the desired skills to meet the needs of today‘s 

customer by procuring the desired merchandise from the retail stores for their personal use. 

This programme helps students in developing skills required to bring the customers into the 

store and respond to their buying needs. Each skill course in every semester has in-built 

theoretical and practical components. Apart from skill courses, it also has a good component 

of industrial internship in each semester where BVoc Retail Management students get the 

opportunity of working in different retail formats. After completing this course, a BVoc 

graduate is eligible to join the following fields:

 Department Manager and many more 

BVoc in Tourism and Hospitality 

Tourism and Hospitality is considered to a high growth sector in the service industry. The 

broad category of fields within this service industry includes lodging, event planning, theme 

parks, transportation, airline, cruise line, and such other employment opportunities within the 

hospitality and tourism industry. Today the service industry is a major source of income for 

many countries, and brings impact on the economy of both the source and host countries, in 

some cases being of vital importance. The BVoc in Tourism & Hospitality is a specialized 

undergraduate professional bachelor’s degree programme which prepares the graduate to 

acquire such skills so that they become trained, skilled individuals for the tourism and 

hospitality industry. The programme gives a sound base for students through on-sight training 

in the relevant industries for each job roles assigned in a semester. 

BVoc in Accounting and Finance (A&F) 

BVoc (A&F) is a UG programme which prepares graduates with such required knowledge 

and skill for Accounting and Finance sectors. The programme is designed in such a manner 

that the students are given an opportunity to work as associate in a financial 

institution/industry in every semester. Each skill course has judicious mix of theoretical and 

practical knowledge. After completing this course students are eligible for the job of account 

assistant, executive assistant and accounts manager respectively in manufacturing and service 

sector industries. The course is offered in collaboration with the BFSI Sector Skill Council of 

India.  
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General Education Component 

All BVoc programme has compulsory General Education Component (GEC), which is as per 

the UGC Guidelines, has been designed by SVS-AUD based on its vision and mission which 

constitutes 40% of the total BVoc curriculum load. While SVS recognizes the importance of 

offering skill courses through the BVoc programmes, it also assigns equal importance for a 

student to gain knowledge and skills for a responsible citizen of the country. While the GEC 

includes the courses and/or themes that are similar to those offered by other institutions, 

careful attention has been following four broad areas such as-(i) language proficiency (ii) life 

skills (interpersonal and organisation) development (iii) knowledge-based perspectives for 

development of individuality and (iv) ability enhancement to master certain professional 

skills.

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3. Centres  

3.1. Centre for Community Knowledge  

The Centre for Community Knowledge (CCK) is an interdisciplinary research centre at 

Ambedkar University Delhi that studies living communities and their diverse oral, cultural 

and historical and practice-based knowledge. The Centre aims to document, study and 

disseminate the praxis of community knowledge, to improve the various understandings of 

our living heritage, and integrate community-based knowledge to the available alternatives 

for sustainable futures. With a focus on communities at the ‗margins‘  CCK links 

community-led documentation of cultural heritage with scholarly rigour of analysis and 

research, in a public, transparent and collaborative way.  

As an oral knowledge research, documentation and archiving centre, it has initiated urban and 

rural programmes that document people centered narratives of oral history and memory, 

experiential and practice-based knowledge and cultural transformations. The re-examination 

of visual and material cultures from a community perspective allows for expanding the 

sources of knowledge by bringing community held non-codified knowledge into the 

mainstream.  

As part of this initiative, CCK is involved in creating real and virtual platforms for Delhi 

cultural heritage and lived history. CCK is currently working towards creating a virtual 

presence for such knowledge about Delhi, through the Delhi City portal that contains digital 

archives of community knowledge, as recordings, visuals and text, obtained from individuals 

and privately held collections, in addition to formal and historical records. These are 

presented to the public using 3D graphic storytelling, and conventional 2D and audio-visual 

formats. In previous years, CCK has created public interfaces for dissemination of such 

knowledge, from neighbourhood ‗pop-up‘ museums to exhibitions and publications for the 

general public.

Delhi Oral History Project: The Centre entered into a collaboration with the Delhi Archives 

to work on the Delhi Oral History Project. The formal MoU between the University and the 

Government of NCT of Delhi was signed at a public event organised at Indian International 

Centre on 5 August 2019. The aim of the project is to collect 100 narratives, over a period of 

two years, with the residents of the city belonging to various socio-economic and cultural 

backgrounds. The interviews will cover themes ranging from the place of living, livelihoods, 

food, markets, festivities, water, sanitation, etc. The collected narratives will help us to 

understand the influences, interactions and negotiations between the city and its residents. A 

team of interested researchers and interviewers have been put together to conduct the 

interviews. During the pandemic, interviews were carried out both in face to face and online 

mode, as per the interviewee‘s preference. A team of interviewers and audio-visual 

professionals have been assembled to conduct interviews, record and edit and transcribe 

recordings. The pandemic reduced the number of recorded interviews of older residents of the 

city who were willing to talk to us.  

Delhi – A City at Work: The focus of the project is to create an interactive online website and 

exhibition that will highlight the history of making and work in Delhi over the last four and a 

half centuries, from the formation of Shahjahanabad to the present day. The project involves 

secondary research on the people, technology and craft and industrial production in the city 

by looking at historical archives, as well as the oral narratives collected from within the 

community.  
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Delhi Visual Archive – Personal photographs of the city: The online digital repository of 

Delhi Visual Archive called Memories of Delhi (delhimemories.in) contains personal 

photographs of Delhi from 1880 -1990. In order to disseminate and expand public interest in 

this, a photo book is being prepared to show how personal and family collections offer a 

people centred view of the transforming city during the twentieth century. The publication 

will be disseminated in online and physical versions.  

Aise Basi Pipariya: A community ethnographic account of the settling of the city, in Hindi 

has been completed and the manuscript has been handed over to Vaani Prakashan, Delhi for 

editing, design and printing. It is based on field interviews carried out between 2017-2019 in 

Pipariya, district Hoshangabad, Madhya Pradesh, to highlight the transformation of the place 

from a forest railway halt in 1880 to a bustling township by the 2000s. Related photographs 

from the family albums and personal collections are also being used.  

River and the City 2.0: The Project proposes to conduct a Yamuna Festival, as an online 

exhibition, in partnership with other organisations in the coming year (21-22), along with 

inputs from the University of Chicago that is developing new theatre work inspired by 

science and technology.

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3.2. Centre for Development Practice 

The Centre for Development Practice (CDP) was established in July 2013 with a two-

pronged focus – the creation of a cadre of action researchers to engender transformative 

social action; and to create a platform for collaborative research between academics and 

practitioners. The objective of the Centre is to critically engage with and reflect on existing 

developmental discourse and practice, usher in psychological-psychoanalytic sensitivity in 

our work with communities (including an awareness of questions of ‗transference-resistance‘ 

in group contexts) and thereby rethink and rework the associated development sectoral 

practices and practices of self and social transformation in the rural and forest communities.  

MPhil in Development Practice 

The Centre, in association with the School of Human Studies, the School of Development 

Studies and PRADAN, offers the MPhil programme in Developmental Practice. The 

programme hopes to engender a classroom and field based learning process that brings to 

dialogue the three hitherto hyper-separated components of ‗knowing‘-‗relating‘-‗doing‘ 

through a one-year long immersion experience in largely adivasi and dalit contexts, in central 

India. It is based on ‗action research‘ based pedagogy. The course curriculum is built around 

a pedagogy that brings in faculty trained across disciplines as well as professionals associated 

with the development sector in the same platform. PRADAN has assigned professionals as 

field faculty to supervise students.  Students are jointly supervised by field faculty (in this 

case professional and faculty members drawn from CDP (Centre for Development Practice), 

SHS (School of Human Studies), SLS (School of Liberal Studies) and SDS (School of 

Development Studies).

The Centre for Early Childhood Education and Development (CECED) is envisaged as an 

institution that brings together research, policy and practice in the area of Early Childhood 

Education and Development (ECED) within a coherent and holistic conceptual frame. 

CECED‘s vision is to promote systemic understanding of developmentally and contextually 

appropriate and inclusive ECED with a focus on early learning. The Centre‘s mission is to 

contribute to the national goals of social justice and equity by advocating and promoting 

every child‘s right to a solid foundation for life through ECED. The Centre aims towards 

evidence-based quality promotion in ECED through research, capacity building and 

advocacy. 

Since 2009, CECED has actively procured funding from several national and international 

agencies for its projects related to research and evaluation; quality promotion and capacity 

building; and advocacy and networking in the area of ECED. Among its several research 

projects which have been initiated and completed, its flagship research was the longitudinal 

study, which explored the impact of quality of early childhood education on school readiness 

in children. At the Centre, capacity building has included providing technical support to 

states and the launching of an MA in Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE) in 

collaboration with the School of Education Studies. The Centre has also developed Policy 

briefs series and organised seminars and conferences as a medium for evidence-based policy 

advocacy in the domain of ECED.

3.4. Centre for English Language Education  

The Centre for English Language Education (CELE) has been set up with four kinds of 

mandate: to cater to the in-house needs of the University students in terms of English 

language proficiency and academic English, to undertake various outreach activities for the 

local community related to English language education (ELE), to evolve as a national ELE 

resource centre, research hub and clearing house, and, to offer specialised masters and 

research programmes in ELE.  

The Centre runs the foundation and elective courses in English proficiency and academic 

English for undergraduate and postgraduate students and provides them ongoing language 

support. It also collaborates with government and non-government agencies to undertake 

various (English) teacher development and English proficiency enhancement activities. The 

Centre has begun to design and offer innovative teacher preparation programmes for young 

graduates as well as professional development courses for in-service teachers. Setting up of 

CELE has been a response emerging out of the University‘s commitment to its own and the 

wider community on the one hand, and perceived inadequacy of institutional efforts to 

address the challenges of strengthening ELE on the other. Hence, while offering various 

courses and kinds of support to its students, CELE also proposes to work towards capacity 

and quality enhancement of English teachers in India, promoting research and innovation in 

ELE and reaching out to the wider ELE community.

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3.5. AUD Centre for Incubation, Innovation and Entrepreneurship 

AUD Centre for Incubation, Innovation and Entrepreneurship (ACIIE) has been set-up as a 

not-for-profit company with the primary objective of translating theoretical and conceptual 

learning into socially useful entrepreneurial endeavours and in the process reach out to the 

less-privileged section of society at the bottom of the pyramid who may not otherwise have 

access to new knowledge and contemporary practices. 

The Centre has attempted to build an ecosystem of innovation and entrepreneurship to 

encourage interested members of the University community to become wealth creators, 

generating employment, while addressing the many social problems facing our country. The 

interdisciplinary space of the University, especially in applied fields such as business, design, 

development practice, education, ecology, mental health, etc., is seen as an appropriate 

location for setting up the Centre. 

The Centre undertakes the following initiatives as part of its core objectives:  

 Invite and incubate innovative ideas and help them evolve into executable business 

ventures, especially to explore solutions to many problems in the social sector of the 

country. 

 Support the pilot and start-up phase of enterprise development, especially those 

focused on social and environmental impact.  

 Extend technical and psychological support through mentoring and assist to arrange 

financial resources from angel investors, venture capitalists, and other potential means 

from government and non-government agencies. 

 Promote entrepreneurship and related context, by organizing workshops, seminars and 

experience sharing. 
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3.6. Centre for Psychotherapy and Clinical Research  

The Centre for Psychotherapy and Clinical Research (CPCR) came into formal existence in 

July 2013. Prior to this, the work which went into the formation of the Centre was held in 

place in a project mode by the School of Human Studies (SHS). Since 2011, exploratory 

psychotherapy clinics were already functioning and offering their services to members of the 

AUD community. In 2013, when CPCR was approved, its guiding vision was premised on a 

psychoanalytic clinical orientation which believes in the unconscious, in an experiential lens, 

a value for caring relationships and an ethic of cultivating compassion. The Centre hopes to 

rethink psychotherapeutic practice in the Indian context. 

The aims and objectives of the Centre are: 

 To provide quality psychological services for all in need, irrespective of their 

socio-economic possibilities with a nominal fee. 

 To train psychoanalytic psychotherapists with an enduring social sensitivity, through 

an intensive MPhil Programme in Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy. 

 To work in community contexts through inter-subjective and mutually transformative 

journeys. 

 To research, publish and disseminate knowledge in the area of mental health and 

psychotherapy. 

 To become a hub for training mental health and allied professionals and to evolve 

a model of appreciating and receiving subjectivity in humanities and social sciences. 

 To form an association of psychoanalytic psychotherapists in India informing 

policy on mental health care.To create platforms for professional networking and to 

participate in the crucial concerns related to Mental Health in the Indian and Global 

context. 

 In the year, to achieve these objectives the following activities were carried out. 

MPhil in Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy 

The Centre actively collaborates with the School of Human Studies (SHS) in the MPhil in 

Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy which is a 100 credit 3-year programme providing rigorous 

training in psychotherapy. The programme details are as provided in the section on SHS in 

this report. 

Ehsaas 
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The Ehsaas clinic in the University has been functioning as the training, teaching and 

practice site for psychoanalytic psychotherapy which is at once clinical and in-depth in 

character and socially attuned. True to the University‘s vision and ethos of social justice and 

quality, Ehsaas provides counseling and psychotherapy for free and at a nominal-fee to cater 

to persons from all socio-economic backgrounds presenting diverse forms of psychological 

conditions. 

The Centre‘s commitment to these principles of thought and practice thrives by training 

MPhil students in capacities that enable reflective clinical practices through regular 

supervision and mentoring.  

In the year 2020, other than the covid helpline, Ehsaas clinic has been contacted by 

approximately 150 persons for psychological help regarding various issues at all campuses, 

Kashmere Gate, Karampura and Lodhi Road. Almost half of those seeking help at Ehsaas 

students/alumni/employees of Ambedkar University Delhi, and other persons reached us via 

word of mouth, internet or referrals through professionals and teachers. Most of our enquiries 

and applications were from residents of Delhi- NCR. Considering things have moved online, 

a percentage of referrals came from all over India. Ehsaas clinic has dedicated approximately 

3000-3500 hours of psychological care to those in dire need of psychological help in the 

above-mentioned time period. 

The nature of issues with which the applicants approached Ehsaas spans a range of 

psychological difficulties. Depressive symptoms and anxiety related issues were found to be 

most commonly experienced. Many people also sought relief from severe states of panic, 

compulsive-thinking, dissociative states, sleep issues and suicidal thoughts. Other commonly 

seen issues were difficulty in coping with academics and life situations, relationship 

difficulties, body image issues, mood fluctuations, issues around sexual orientation, anger 

outbursts. Ehsaas has also been working with persons who have endured traumatic situations 

such as childhood abuse, sexual abuse, rape, chronic illness, recent death of significant ones. 

Added to it, has been emotional breakdowns caused by the covid situation in the country. 

To cater to the range of emotional disturbances and psychological difficulties encountered, 

Ehsaas clinic has been striving to provide crisis intervention therapy, short term therapy and 

long-term therapy based on the unique need of each applicant. About 15 to 20 persons were 

helped with brief crisis intervention work ranging from 3 to 10 sessions during the 

above-mentioned time period.     About 70 – 80 persons are being offered short term therapy 
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ranging from 10 to 25 sessions. Almost 20 persons are being taken care of in long term 

therapy ranging from 25 to 100 sessions. In addition, the Ehsaas team has been providing 

long term psychological care to many patients who came to Ehsaas with deep going issues in 

the past years. Through such long-term clinical work, the focus also evolves from individual 

psychological healing to reflections on pertinent social realities. Through a creative effort to 

harness the potential for social change even as we address crises in an individual, Ehsaas 

makes a lasting contribution to transformation of the social fabric towards collective well- 

being. 

The quantum of qualitative work done at Ehsaas requires focused processing. Several insights 

and understandings have been reached by us. CPCR now needs to embark on a research 

project and do a detailed study of its own practice. Such work would have importance for 

understanding the links between society, culture and the psyche.

COVID Helpline: From March 2020 onwards Ehsaas psychotherapists, clinically trained 

faculty of the Psychology Program and senior students of MPhil Psychotherapy have 

maintained a helpline to support the mental health needs of students during the COVID 

related lockdown. Ehsaas has addressed the needs of approximately 150-200 students, faculty 

and staff during this period including some with serious mental health difficulties. The 

conception of this idea has been from the confusion and fear that we all sensed as Covid 

became a more potent force and the lockdown pushed many students to be locked up in 

their houses. University as a space was lost to them. The helpline went on for 6 months and 

we moved the work of Ehsaas mostly towards listening to the emotional crisis of Covid. We 

restarted the helpline as we again sensed a more potent breakdown during the second wave of 

covid. It was restarted for all faculty, staff and students of AUD from 1st May which has 

continued till now. We are also planning to extend it as a National Helpline to cater to the 

mental health needs of the population at large. We all spend about 600-650 hours addressing 

the crises of students. It also helped us as a group to experience what curtailing one‘s 

freedom of both emotional and physical space feels like. Most of these students complained 

of being caged up in their houses, in reality as well in their fantasy. They felt lost, not 

knowing what to do, how to be productive in a world which keeps on pressuring them to be of 

―value‖  of ―worth‖ even during a pandemic. Complaints of domestic violence and physical 
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abuse became a constant. How does one help them in a lockdown? How can they share a 

space with someone who has always exploited them? Having suicidal thoughts became a new 

normal. Students were struggling not just with these fears, but also with the death of loved 

ones, not knowing how to mourn without a body to mourn for. Some were exhausted taking 

care of their parents, being the only caregiver at home. Some lived in constant fear of losing 

their loved ones as their parents were in professions who were at the forefront dealing with 

the pandemic. Most of them were afraid of uncertainty, what is to become of them and their 

lives as their dreams were crushed of a better life post their courses. Children from 

economically deprived backgrounds and from the margins were thinking of their survival. 

All of us struggled with them to give them a space where these crises could be experienced, 

where there was also a space for breakdown. 

AWAAZ (2020) - Survival during the Pandemic: Every year, CPCR organizes its annual 

Mental Health Day event to open discussion on mental health issues. The idea is to take up 

more pressing concerns to create an awareness and narrative around it. This year we decided 

to hold it on December 30th on the theme of ‗Survival During the Pandemic‘. It was an open 

mic session for the faculty and staff of AUD. They were invited to share their experiences of 

how they survived the pandemic. We wanted to create a holding space for the faculty and 

staff whose crisis till now was invisible. We heard moving accounts of our colleagues 

losing their loved ones, a generation of teachers who rooted them to the past, loss of 

understanding spaces. There were moments of togetherness in the sadness and laughter as all 

of us shared our tributes through words, songs, poems. There was also an unsaid need for 

togetherness in the moments of breakdown. This year Awaaz became a space catering to our 

need for a sense of community which holds us during the moments of crises. 

Community Mental Health: In the continued effort to engage with the psycho-social and 

emotional lives of certain marginalised communities, the Centre collaborates with various 

institutions within Delhi. While CPCR has been building its base in three community-based 

sites  Shine Home for Women  Kilkari: The Children‘s Home  and Geeta Ghat: A Shelter for 

Homeless Men, persons with mental illness from homeless shelters and those living on the 

streets have also been coming to Ehsaas accompanied by the shelter staff and have been 

seeking consultations with the clinic psychiatrist and some psychotherapists. These activities 

and initiatives have continued in 2020 and CPCR has deepened this engagement through 

involvement of MPhil Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy trainees. The trainees have been 

working in these sites as part of their Community Internship programme. The                       following are 
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the details of the engagement at the community during this year till June 2020: 

 Shine Shelter Home for Women: This is a state approved shelter which aids women who 

have difficulty in finding a stable home due to any circumstances. The work for the 

trainees includes sustained conversations either individually or in small groups and 

listening to their stories from different perspectives, holding their fantasies for the future 

while keeping difficult life situations in mind. The effort is to try and listen to these 

stories with respect and dignity. In many instances such engagement allows for close 

bonds between the trainees and the women at Shine.  

 Kilkari: The Children’s Home is a shelter in Kashmere Gate for young girls between the 

ages of 5-16, housing about 120 girls. Along with psychologically geared work with 

individual resident girls, the Centre also organises workshops with the staff where they 

are equipped with strategies to deal with behavioural changes in different age groups and 

life stages of children. The attempt in these workshops is to revisit memories, 

observations and experiences of the staff and link them to the psychological difficulties 

that the children are bringing forth and formulate intervention strategies.  

 Geeta Ghat Shelter for Homeless Men: The shelter is located in Delhi. Much of the work 

that the Centre has been involved with has been around building connections and being a 

presence among the people at Geeta Ghat Shelter and allowing processes of trust and 

friendship to unfold slowly. Sometimes, while having individual conversations, a group 

slowly forms as a circle and there are spontaneous discussions around religion, politics, 

work, native home, etc.  

 Mission Ekjut: It is a non-profit voluntary organisation of India. Ekjut's partnering 

communities are the indigenous people, people living in the underserved districts and the 

urban homeless. Ekjut is working in coordination with the development partners and local 

and national government to strengthen the COVID 19 response initiatives with an aim to 

reach out to the most vulnerable and marginalized communities in Jharkhand, Odisha, 

Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh. It works in bringing immediate and short-term relief, 

food security, multilevel risk mitigation while working with adolescents, enabling 

continued education, health & nutrition, and protection to most affected children, 

ensuring long-term support to families that have persons with mental health 

concerns, livelihood for caregivers and working with key stakeholders- the government, 

local bodies, partner NGOs. During the Covid crisis, the M. phil. students have 
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volunteered, as part of their special interest internship, with the NGO to help them fulfill 

their goals through the helpline they have started. 

 Zeest: This is a centre for psycho-societal innovation and a Section 8 company bringing 

together psychoanalytic methods of engagement to the area of development and social 

work. They focus on the importance of understanding the experiential aspects of several 

layers of impact on human existence particularly in the community settings and using this 

understanding to innovate interesting application areas aimed at listening deeply to the 

unheard voices. The goal of their work is to serve as a backbone to support development 

programs in various community development areas (education, health, marginalization, 

gender etc.) through capacity building, community mental health, implementation and 

evaluation of projects through psychoanalytic methods, and research. The MPhil  students 

have been working with them as part of their community internship to listen emphatically 

to the unheard population of India and to design developmental programs for them 

 The MPhil students have contributed to community mental health work with refugee 

populations (with Don Bosco Foundation), at orphanages (Kilkari Home), shelter homes 

for men and women (with Aman Biradari Trust and Shine Shelter). 
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3.7. Centre for Publishing 

The Centre for Publishing came into existence after approval from AUD Board of 

Management in October 2017. The main objectives with which the Centre came into being 

was (i) to engage in publication activities, with special emphasis on pedagogy related 

publication building upon AUD‘s experiments with developing new courses in 

interdisciplinary social sciences/humanities and (ii) to offer academic programmes in 

publishing, that will help students in AUD as well as open it up for those outside AUD. The 

Centre intends to explore and contribute to new areas of knowledge generation in social 

sciences and humanities.

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3.8. Centre for Research Methods 

Centre for Research Methods (CRM), which was known as Centre for Social Science 

Research Methods (CSSRM) till 2018, was set up in June 2011.  The Centre is conceived as a 

focal point to enhance the scope for dialogue across disciplines for research, training and 

capacity building activities related to research methods at AUD. The vision of the Centre is to 

emerge as a hub in the fields of social science and humanities research, which inter alia 

creates academic environment that fosters a temperament of critical engagement with 

questions around reality, knowledge, logic, ethics, aesthetics and creative expressions. 

Specifically, the centre aims to: (a) advance understanding, practice of and rigor in social 

science and humanities research; (b) be updated and raise awareness about recent 

developments in the field of research methodology and underlying philosophical traditions; 

(c) encourage innovations and collaborations in social science and humanities research across 

academic and other spaces. 

The envisioned activities of the centre include:  

 Designing and organisation of short courses, workshops, seminars, talks etc, on writing, 

methods, software, ethics and epistemologies in social sciences and humanities.  

 Extending supports in teaching research methodology to the University‘s on-going 

academic and research programmes in the preparation of curriculum for teaching and 

training. 

 Facilitating collaboration and networking among scholars on research methods from other 

universities and research institutions in India and abroad; 

 Taking up projects in the study and application of research methods; 

 Providing consultancy services for designing and implementing small and large research 

studies; 

 Documenting and disseminating innovations in social science and humanities research 

methods through workshops, seminars and conferences.

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3.9. Centre for Urban Ecology and Sustainability 

The Centre for Urban Ecology and Sustainability (CUES) was set up with a view of working 

towards the creation of sustainable cities and enhancing the quality of urban spaces to benefit 

present and future generations. The Centre serves as a focal point where scientists, locals, 

government agencies and private consultants converge and participate in the planning, 

implementation, and evaluation of sustainable environmental projects in cities. The Centre 

collaborates with Schools and other Centres in the University on areas of common interest 

and builds linkages with academic programmes within the University to provide 

opportunities to students to foster engaged scholarship. The Centre is managed by a Director 

under the guidance of a duly constituted Advisory Board chaired by the Vice Chancellor.  

The Centre pursues research in the field of urban ecology under three broad programmes: 

Wetlands Programme, Parks and Forests Programme, and Urban Sustainability Programme. 

The Wetlands Programme of the Centre actively undertakes action research on urban 

wetlands with a view to enhance their ecological character and ensure their long-term 

sustainability. The Parks and Forests Programme of the Centre aims at undertaking research 

of urban parks/ forests in an effort to understand concerns over their future. The main focus 

of the Urban Sustainability Programme is on spreading awareness about sustainable cities and 

fostering sustainable values in urban societies.

● AUD in association with the Indiana University and the IU India Gateway organised a 

webinar entitled ‗The city in India: Before and after Covid 19‘ on the 14th of October 
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2020. Michael S. Dodson and Ishan Ashutosh from the Indiana faculty along with 

Rohit Negi and Rachna Mehra from AUD took part in the discussion. 

● IAD along with SLS is currently hosting a foreign research scholar, Tanja Luschinger, 

from the University of Zurich since February 2021 at AUD. Tanja Luschinger is 

conducting her PhD fieldwork while at AUD under the mentorship of Rukmini Sen. 

The title for the thesis is ‗Negotiation of moralities and difference within mixed 

couples‘. 

 

Achievements 

As a part of IAD‘s quest for facilitating international alliances for the AUD community, 

AUD has attained the membership of the Association of Commonwealth Universities (ACU), 

an international higher education umbrella platform for the Commonwealth countries. 

 

Foreign Student Admissions 

The 2020-21 foreign student admissions cycle for undergraduate and taught postgraduate 

programmes was duly carried out despite the global impact of the ongoing pandemic. The 

deferred 2020-21 foreign student admission cycle for postgraduate research programmes is 

currently underway. Currently, five foreign students are enrolled at AUD spread across 

different schools. One student took admission to AUD programmes in 2020 under the 

Foreign Student quota.

5.2. Research and Consultancy Division 

The Board of Management in its 25
th

 meeting held on 26.12.2018 approved the proposal for 

the creation of the office of Research and Consultancy (R&C). The R&C division was 

notified on 13 February 2019 and took over the reins for overseeing research projects from 

the Academic Committee for Research Projects Management (ACRPM).  

The R&C Division looks after research and consultancy related matters in the University. The 

Division oversees the research and consultancy projects done by faculty either individually or 

in collaboration with external agencies or institutions. This involves ensuring that research 

and consultancy carried out by faculty members complies with the appropriate regulatory, 

legal, professional, and ethical standards. The R&C Division is mandated to create 

frameworks and most importantly to create an enabling environment for research and 

consultancy projects to take place within AUD and in collaboration with outside members or 

institutions. The Division also has to facilitate, advise and help faculty members embarking 

on research or consultancy projects.  

Another aspect that the R&C Division looks after is capacity building in research by helping 

develop skills and methodological insights in research among the University community. 

A Working Group was constituted for the R&C Division vide notification dated 09.10.2019. 

The tenure of the working group is for two years from the date of notification. The main aim 

of creating the working group was to help the Dean R&C and the Division to help fulfil the 

mandate of the Division. Working Group (R&C) members are drawn from all Campuses of 

AUD.

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Kritika Mathur and Alka Rai had been special invitees for the Working Group meetings since 

January 2020. They were added as members of the Working Group vide notification dated 

11.09.2020. Considering the COVID-19 pandemic constraints and the commitment of the 

members to their respective campus‘s/School‘s work, the Working Group had its meetings in 

an online mode.  

 

Research Projects 

The Division received 21 applications for the second round of the Seed Money Grant for 

Faculty Research (SMG), to be awarded in 2019-20. Out of these 16 faculty members were 

disbursed the seed money grant of Rs. 1 lakh each for various projects approved through an 

institutionally laid down due process. Two faculty members withdrew as their projects would 

need to undergo substantial revision due to the pandemic related restrictions. Due to the 

pandemic related exigencies the faculty members requested for extensions and in some cases 

re-appropriation of budget heads. To facilitate the completion of the projects approvals for 

such requests were given by Dean R&C. 

Apart from SMG, the R&C division also provides funds for research projects. Calls for such 

projects are done from time to time. The recent round of a call, for applying for funding from 

AUD for research projects ended on 15 February 2020. A total of 10 faculty members have 

applied for grants and the due process is underway. It is expected that the award letters will 

be issued to the successful candidates in July 2021. 

 

Consultancy Projects 

The Research and Consultancy division facilitates revenue generation as per the Consultancy 

Policy approved by the BOM in its 24th meeting held on 24 July 2018. The Consultancy 

Policy provides an enabling mechanism to facilitate faculty and staff of Schools and Centres 

to offer their academic and professional services.

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5.3. Library Services 

AUD has three well-resourced campus libraries based in three Kashmere Gate, Karampura 

and Lodhi Road campus. The main library is at Kashmere Gate (KG) campus. The reading 

space as stack rooms are air-conditioned in each campus library. Each campus library has 

different sections like acquisition section, circulation section, reference section, technical 

section, stack room, reading rooms, and inclusive library for especially abled users. Most of 

the operations of the library are automated. AUD library has a centralized database on an 

open-source library management software (LMS) KOHA for all the campuses. Library has 

facility of on campus as well as off campus (remote access) facility through VPN and INFED 

to access all subscribed resources. AUD library remains open from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM 

throughout the year except for three national holidays.  

AUD library has affluent collection of national and international print journals e-journals, 

eBooks and publisher‘s database specialized in the field of social science and humanities. The 

library has the membership of DELNET (Developing Library Network) for inter-Library 

Loan and membership and access to INFLIBNET‘s eShodhSindhu a consortia along with 

Shodhganga, a reservoir of Indian theses and dissertation.

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5.4. Information Technology Services 

The University strongly believes that Information Technology is a fundamental organiser in 

relationship development and making improvements to higher education. AUD‘s IT vision is 

to provide information delivered instantly and securely to students, faculty and staff when 

needed, which is capable of analysis for constant improvement and research through an active 

process that requires communication and collaboration across academicians.  

The Division of IT Service is committed to delivering a technological advantage to different 

stakeholders of the University by fostering creative and innovative use of technology to 

achieve the University‘s objectives. The division promotes effective stewardship of 

information assets and provides a secure, reliable infrastructure and application support, so as 

to meet the ever-changing needs of the university community. It helps to improve teaching 

skills and learning abilities of the students. 

In this pandemic year 2020-21, the IT Services play a major role to run the university 

maximum services including teaching in the online mode using the many tools and technique. 

IT Services learnt, adopted and modified the available infrastructure into online mode. 

IT Facilities 

IT division offers following major services for the most common needs of the students, 

researchers, teachers, and other staff.  

AUD is part of NKN (National Knowledge Network) project, which is a state-of-the-art 

multi-gigabit pan-India network for providing a unified high-speed network backbone via 1 

gbps connectivity. This is useful for the purpose of knowledge sharing and collaboration of 

students, research scholars, faculty and other staff between different universities across the 

country. At present, the three campuses of AUD are connected via 100 mbps MPLS 

connectivity, for the purpose of collaboration, use of resources and implementation of similar 

IT services across all campuses. 

VPN: Virtual Private Network connectivity has been provided so that digital information is 

accessed by authorized users remotely. Ubiquitous access to e-journals has been provided to 

the students, researchers, and faculty. This has played a crucial role during Covid pandemic 

period for remote access to the e-journals by students, scholars, and the faculty. 

Computer resources: The servers with virtualization have been deployed for different 

applications, database, e-learning modules, and other ancillary IT services. The faculty and 
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staff have been provided end user compute resources such as desktops/laptops to cater to their 

day-to-day needs. 

Wi-Fi facility: All the campuses have the Wi-Fi connectivity to access the seamless internet 

to the students, faculty, and staff. Login facility enabled with single sign on (SSO) so that 

devices automatically connected once in Wi-Fi range. 

Storage: Central storage system can be accessed by faculty and staff to store their important 

data. Open-source solution such as DSpace, collective access etc has been deployed for 

document repository. 

ERP: A common integrated ERP System has been successfully implemented leading to 

realization of efficiencies of student lifecycle management.  

University website and portals: Admission and recruitment portals along with website of the 

University have been deployed to provide information to the existing and new students, and 

other important stakeholders.   

Intranet: A larger initiative to unlock synergies and harmonize processes through seamless 

flow of information, across our campuses, Intranet has been deployed. The Intranet acts as an 

electronic notice board for internal university community. 

Email: Students, researchers, faculty and staff are given official email id in the domain of 

aud.ac.in. 

IT labs: The University has IT labs in all three campuses which are used by students and 

faculty for their learning enhancement, course modules along with other academic and 

research activities. 

E-learning: AUD promotes and supports the development and continuous improvement of 

the courses and programs to provide students with the optimum learning experience, which is 

distinctively an AUD experience. The faculty and scholars use a wide range of materials to 

support exceptional discussions, teaching including notes, handouts, audio, images, 

animations, multimedia materials and other stuff. Most classrooms are equipped with audio 

visual aids to cater to the needs of teaching. E-learning tools such as Moodle and Google 

Classroom are used in the university by faculty members for their respective course contents. 

These tools along with other infrastructure services have contributed in the management of 

online learning activities during the Covid19 pandemic. The University has successfully 

conducted academic activities using the e-learning tools available with the University.  
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IT helpdesk: An online centralised helpdesk system for all three campuses has been deployed 

which is aimed to offer a multi-dimensional resource, designated to help in reducing 

downtime in IT services and functions and making them available for maximum time. End 

users can create their IT service request online and track the same if needed. A dashboard has 

been deployed to provide the real-time status of the IT services to senior management. 

Academic tools: Software such as SPSS, STATA, e-View, Mathematica, Arc-view GIS, 

Adobe Master Collection, JAWS, Symantec endpoint protection, and Atlas TI, have been 

installed at respective IT Labs for the research and academic purposes to be used by the 

University‘s community. 

 

IT Governance and Future Roadmap 

IT governance model has been setup which acts at the strategic, tactical, and operational 

levels through the assignment of decision-making authority and accountability to encourage 

desirable behaviour in the use of IT. An IT advisory committee consisting of external subject 

matter experts from eminent organisations has been constituted to advice on the new IT 

infrastructure and application initiatives. An ERP committee has been constituted to evaluate 

the process automation requirements and recommend a charter to implement initiatives 

aligned with the University requirements. A web taskforce committee has been constituted to 

address the requirements of website portals of the university and respective schools. The ERP 

and web taskforce committee acts as change management board for their respective areas. 

This helps in optimising IT application by formalised processes that may exist in one or more 

Schools/Divisions across the University.   

AUD IT roadmap includes upgradation of ERP, website, and introducing mobility to assist 

academicians and staff for enhanced process automation. For enabling the University to 

respond rapidly to evolving needs, the core IT infrastructure consisting of servers, networks, 

Wi-Fi connectivity, business continuity plans, and disaster recovery management is being 

redesigned to provide a stable, scalable and secure platform for institutional growth. IT 

Services has taken initiatives in the direction of green data centre by implementing 

virtualization technology. This will help to scale on demand based on operational 

requirements and will result in significant cost efficiencies. The IT Services believes in 

implementing the solutions ‗the open source way; which promotes collaborative 

participation, rapid prototyping, transparency, and community-oriented development. A 
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comprehensive process design exercise covering processes across various divisions is being 

initiated. 
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5.5. Student Services 

The Dean, Student Services, heads the Student Services Division. The division coordinates 

with the student cell, liaises with the University Development Fund Managing Committee 

(UDFMC), maintains the records of the committees and oversees the following:  

• Admission-related matters, advertising, and publicity, coordinating the admission 

procedures, maintaining stock records of application/admission forms and collection of 

fees.  

• Awarding fee-waivers, scholarships, student travel grant, disbursement of Student 

Welfare Fund, Learning Enhancement Fund, stipend of research scholars, refund of 

Caution Deposit.  

• Issuing bonafide certificates, scholarship certificates and other relevant documents.  

• Liaising with the Directorate of Higher Education, Government of NCT of Delhi and 

participating in educational fairs. 

• Convening the University Development Fund Managing Committee (UDFMC) 

meetings and maintaining the records of the University Development Fund.  

 

Admission Process 

Admissions procedure for BA, BVoc, MA programmes begins in May-June and for MPhil 

and PhD programmes during July-August. 

 

Reservation 

Admissions are made in accordance with the reservation policies of the Government of NCT 

of Delhi in respect of various socio-economic groups and other categories as applicable to 

institutions of higher education. Applicants claiming the benefit of reservations have to 

produce the requisite certificates from the competent authorities. The current scheme of 

reservations is given below:  

Students from the NCT, Delhi—85% 

Students from outside the NCT, Delhi—15%  
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Selection Criteria 

Admissions to undergraduate programmes are based on merit (marks obtained in Class XII 

examinations for all BA programmes, and for all BVoc programmes, the selection is based on 

merit and interview) and those to the postgraduate and research programmes (MPhil and 

PhD) are based on written examination and interview. Specific eligibility criteria may vary 

from programme to programme.  

 

Foreign Students 

One seat is reserved for foreign students in every programme. The degrees of foreign 

nationals must be recognised by the Association of India Universities. Foreign nationals who 

are not in India must apply through their Embassy or Consulate. All foreign nationals must 

hold a student visa valid for the entire period of study, endorsed by the Ministry of External 

Affairs, Government of India. Fee for foreign students is twice the fee applicable to Indian 

students for each semester along with Rs. 500 per semester towards the Student Welfare Fund 

and a refundable deposit of Rs. 10,000. 

 

Fee Structure 

The University fee structure ranges from Rs. 800 to Rs. 2640 per credit of the programme. In 

addition, the University also collects Rs. 500 per semester, towards the Student Welfare Fund 

and a refundable, one-time caution deposit of Rs. 5000 at the time of admission. The fee 

structure may vary from one programme to another. Students are required to pay the fees of 

the subsequent semester/s within four weeks of the commencement of classes. A penalty of 

Rs. 100 is imposed per week for late payment and after four weeks of non-payment, the 

student is de-enrolled from the programme. 

 

Refund of Fees 

After being admitted, if a student chooses to withdraw from the programme, the fee is 

refunded in accordance with the timing of the withdrawal.  

 

Fee Waiver  
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The University offers full waiver of tuition fees to all students belonging to SC, ST and PwD 

categories subject to submission of category certificate. Students from economically weaker 

backgrounds, other than SC/ST/PwD categories can avail tuition fee concession subject to 

submission of income certificate issued by office of the Tehsildar/Sub-Divisional Magistrate/ 

BPL ration card (if applicable). Bifurcation of slab -wise concession based on gross annual 

family income is as follows:  

Slab % of Tuition Fee Waiver Gross Annual Family Income 

Slab-1 100% Tuition Fee Waiver  3 Lakh or below 

Slab-2 75% Tuition Fee Waiver  4 Lakh or below but more than  3 Lakh 

Slab-3 50% Tuition Fee Waiver  5 Lakh or below but more than  4 Lakh 

Slab-4 25% Tuition Fee Waiver  6 Lakh or below but more than  5 Lakh

Scholarships  

Ten percent of the tuition fee collected is disbursed as scholarship. Scholarships awarded at 

the University are of two kinds: merit-based and academic progression. Merit-based 

scholarships are awarded as per the CGPA and academic progression scholarships are 

awarded to students whose CGPA has improved from the previous semester. This scholarship 

acts as an encouragement for students to improve their overall grades.

Student Welfare Fund 

The University has created a student Welfare Fund with the objective of providing financial 

assistance to meet the welfare requirements of students in need, such as emergent medical 

assistance, purchase of books and study material, meeting the boarding and lodging expenses 

equivalent to the amount that is required to avail AUD hostel facilities, and any other 

comparable needs of students.  

An amount of Rs. 500 per semester is collected from all students towards the Student Welfare 

Fund and an equal amount is contributed by the University. The fund is managed and 

monitored by a committee that includes nominees of the student community.  

 

Learning Enhancement Fund  
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After allocating 10% as scholarship amount out of tuition fee collected, 25% of the 

remaining amount is set aside as Learning Enhancement Fund to meet the expenses incurred 

under various field trips/immersions in each semester the various programmes of the 

University.

Hostel 

As per the decision of the Coordination Committee, the whole top floor of Kaveri Hostel of 

IGDTUW for girl students with an intake capacity of 45 students was allotted to AUD since 

the academic year 2013-14. It was decided and agreed that the Kaveri Hostel of IGDTUW 

will be managed by the Warden of IGDTUW, including mess facilities. AUD will take the 

responsibility of providing the required students' intake of AUD and assisting them as per the 

needs and requirements whenever it arises. AUD students will be required to abide by the 

rules and regulations of the hostel, including fee structure. 

During the academic year 2020-21, no admission took place due to the on-going COVID-19 

pandemic and the countrywide lockdown announced in March, 2020. Consequently, AUD 

adopted the medium of online teaching–learning pedagogy which is still continuing as a 

medium for academic session 2020-21.  However, 4 students from the batch, 2019-20 

returned to the hostel in the month of March 2021 as re-admission cases for the academic 

session 2020-21. In the meantime, second wave of the on-going pandemic hit them and all of 

them have returned to their respective places in April and May except two students who are 

currently staying in the hostel.

Student Welfare Measures 

The University has set up various measures to support and assist the students in need. Some 

of these include: 

Student Faculty Committee (SFC): The SFC is a forum for students and teachers to interact 

and resolve all academic related issues/concerns including classroom teaching, assessment, 

attendance, conduct of exams, feedback, etc. It is a two-tier structure consisting of the 

programme-level SFC Executive and SFC General Body for students and faculty respectively 

who are elected/nominated representatives for one year. 

Student Council: The Student Council was constituted in October 2019. The nominations 

were invited for 14 BA programmes, 20 MA programmes and 23 Research programmes. The 

Student Council election took place on 25 September 2019. 12 students got elected as Class 

representative, 31 students got selected as Councilors, 6 students got selected as coordination 

committee members and 1 student got selected as treasurer to be part of the Student Council 

(including all the campuses).  

Anti-ragging Committee: As per UGC Regulations, 2009, on Curbing the Menace of 

Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, the University has constituted an Anti-ragging 

Committee, as well as an Anti-ragging Squad. The Committee is in place for planning and 

promoting a ragging free environment in the University. The Anti-Ragging Squad has been 

constituted to work under the supervision of Anti-ragging Committee and is engaged in 

checking and preventing incidents of ragging in hostels, canteens, classrooms and other 

places where students congregate. Further it is mandated to educate and sensitize the students 

in the University about the menace of ragging and related provisions of punishment. 

 

Co-Curricular Activities (CCA)  

The University has established numerous student societies/clubs to galvanize the cultural and 

extracurricular life of students in the campus. Students are actively engaged in Theatre 

Society, Sports Committee, Debating Society and Literary Society. The Economics Society 

and the Society for Visual Culture have also been activated. There are regular talks, lectures, 
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screenings and performances in the campuses and students are encouraged to organize events 

and participate in them. 

 

Alumni Association 

While some Schools/Programmes have already initiated programme-level alumni networks of 

graduates, a formal University level Alumni Association is in the process of being registered. 

The alumni‘s progress is tracked at the Programme/School level, and they are also invited to 

programmes or events organised by the Schools. The University aims to establish a formal 

alumni association as a registered body and in this endeavour it has held consultative 

meetings with the alumni representatives and other stakeholders. 
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5.6. Assessment, Evaluation and Student Progression Division 

Assessment, Evaluation and Student Progression (AES) Division was established vide 

notification AUD/3-1(1) HR/2016/957, dated 25 May 2016, to look after issues related to 

assessment, evaluation and student progression. AES Division is headed by a Dean under 

Statute 7A of the Statutes of the University. Prior to the establishment of AES, these tasks 

were taken care of by the Student Services Division. The AES office currently has one 

Deputy Registrar, Assistant Registrar, one Office Assistant, a Data Entry Operator and one 

Multi-Tasking Staff. A Deputy Dean was also appointed in March 2018 with a special focus 

on looking after ERP related matters. 

The primary responsibility of the AES Division is to track students after admission to AUD 

until they graduate. The Division does this by creating the procedures and rules for: 

1. Course Registration of students 

2. Recording of attendance  

3. Assessment and grade submission 

4. Promotion and award of degrees/certificates 

It also incorporates the necessary interface with the Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) 

system deployed at AUD. The AES Division works in close collaboration and coordination 

with the Student Services. The Division also has to work closely with all Schools of the 

University to ensure that due approval of courses takes place in advance, assessment rules are 

being followed, deadlines for attendance submission and grade submission are met, list of 

promoted and graduated students are provided within prescribed timelines.The AES Division 

is the repository Division for all the assessment records of all students of the University. This 

is done online via the ERP. The AES Division is also responsible for overseeing the student 

feedback mechanism in the University.  

One of the major tasks of the Division is to oversee the organising of the Convocation. The 

Division also issues final transcripts, provisional certificates, migration, and transfer 

certificates as well as the degrees.  

 

Activities 
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● The AES Division notified the AES Calendar which set time-lines for the various 

activities to be done by the Schools for that semester and the next semester with 

respect to attendance, assessment, grade submission, course approvals, timetable and 

teaching requirements. Separate calendars have been made for undergraduate & 

postgraduate programmes and research programmes. 

● The Division supervised online course registration at the University computer lab for 

the School of Undergraduate Studies. 

● Various other changes in the academic module of the ERP system have been 

incorporated by the Division like Automatic Promotion from 2
nd

 year to 3
rd

 year, 

Automatic grade cut as per SUS attendance policy, generation of degree with QR 

code, generation of final transcript with QR code.  

● ERP assistance was available to help faculty members to acquaint them with the new 

changes on ERP as well as to familiarize them to existing protocols on ERP.  

● Timetables as well as teaching requirements for forthcoming semester were planned 

under the aegis of the AES Division.  

● All course details (course outlines) for forthcoming semesters were gathered by the 

AES Division for disseminating to the students via the website. 

● For a better understating of ERP system, the Division‘s services were made available 

for the administrative staff of the Schools. 

● AES Division has now started uploading academic awards on DigiLocker. 

● AES Division also oriented students about AES Division‘s role upon being invited by 

the respective Schools to do so.  

● Systems have been put in place for faculty and school staff to report via email day-to-

day problems being faced with regard to the academic module on ERP. Regular 

meetings were held with IT Division to keep abreast of the ERP problems faced.  

 

Examination Reform 

The AES Division has provided the framework, which needs to be followed by every School 

for conducting the assessments and entry of grades in ERP. The Division has also developed 

some monitoring mechanisms in cooperation with School Deans, Programme Coordinators 
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and Course coordinators. It has been made mandatory for all the course coordinators to enter 

the component-wise grades in ERP in a timely manner. The ERP system then calculates the 

final grade. In this manner all the assessment details of any course taught at the University is 

recorded on ERP thereby enabling the ERP to be a repository of all the assessment records of 

the students. 

 

Convocation 2020 

The AES Division was instrumental in the organisation of the 2020 Convocation which was 

held online combined with a limited physical presence of participants due to Covid-19. A 

total of 1003 students graduated during the 2020 Convocation. This was the Ninth 

Convocation of the University with Lord (Prof.) Bhikhu Parekh as the chief guest.  He is an 

eminent Professor of Political Theory and an active member in the House of Lords, UK and 

he delivered the Convocation Address online. Of the 1003 students, 65.4% were women 

students. Details regarding the students who graduated in 2020 are presented below:

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5.7. Academic Services Division 

Academic Services (AS) Division supports the Schools and Centres of the University by 

providing human resource services. It takes care of all service-related matters, recruitment, 

development and initiatives for welfare of faculty members of the University besides 

assisting the Dean/VC in performing statutory duties. These include developing and 

implementing appropriate personnel policies and procedures, providing appropriate support 

and information to concerned stakeholders, and maintaining records of teaching staff. 

Functions 

All the service matters of faculty including recruitments, appointments, pay-fixation, grant of 

annual increment, organising and coordinating Career Advancement Scheme (CAS) 

promotion committee, processing the probationary period procedures, reviewing the 

performance of contractual faculty, engagement of long-term and short-term contractual 

faculty and their extension/termination thereof, maintenance of service records and personal 

files, maintenance of leave records and processing LTC/HTC of employees, maintenance of 

reservation rosters, issuing of No Dues Certificate and No Objection Certificates and dealing 

with court cases by the division. 

 

Recruitments 

The recruitments to the teaching posts are done by advertising the notifications for the posts 

in the leading newspapers inviting online applications in various disciplines. A screening 

committee constituted by the competent authority screens the applications received. Further, 

to select the suitable and eligible candidates from the shortlisted candidates, the competent 

authority constitutes a selection committee comprising of three external experts. Accordingly, 

the competent authority approves the recommendations of the selection committee and 

appointment letter is issued to the selected candidate/s. The recommendations are then placed 

before the Board of Management for ratification in the next meeting.

Career Advancement Scheme  

The University follows CAS to promote the faculty from Stage 1 to Stage 5 (i.e. from 

Assistant Professor to Associate Professor and Associate Professor to the level of Professor.) 

The proposals for promotion from Stage 1 to Stage 2 and Stage 2 to Stage 3 are screened by 

the screening committee having one external expert which screens and evaluates the CAS 

document of the faculty concerned. On the recommendations of the screening committee, the 

faculty is promoted to the next stage after due approval of the competent authority. The 

matter is then reported to the Board of Management for ratification. In the case of promotions 

from Stage 3 to Stage 4 and Stage 4 to Stage 5, the proposals are screened by the screening 

committee followed by a presentation by the faculty member, and an interview by a selection 

committee comprising of three external experts. Based on the recommendations of the 

screening/selection committee, the promotion of the faculty takes place. The number of 

faculty promoted to the higher stages during the period of April 2020 and March 2021 is 

given below:

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5.8. Human Resources        

Human Resources (HR) Division supports the various Schools, Divisions, Centres and 

Campuses of the University by providing human resource services. It takes care of all 

service-related matters, recruitment and staffing, training and development and initiatives for 

welfare of administrative employees of the University besides assisting the Registrar in 

performing statutory duties. These include developing and implementing appropriate 

personnel policies and procedures, providing appropriate support and information to 

concerned stakeholders, and maintaining staff records and staff-based statistics. 

 

Functions 

The various functions undertaken by the Division include recruitments, appointments, pay 

fixation, grant of annual increment, setting up of departmental promotion committee, 

performance review of contractual staff, engagement of casual, long term and short term 

contractual employees and their extension/termination thereof, engagement of staff through 

outsourcing agencies ICSIL and BECIL, conduct of orientation programme for new staff, 

maintenance of service records & personal files, LTC/ HTC of regular employees/on 

deputation, handling of court cases, preparation of reservation rosters, submission of 

proposals and a follow-up with Administrative Reforms Department for creation of posts, 

matters related to Establishment Committee, maintenance of leave records, maintenance of 

Bio-metric Attendance System (BAS), absentee statements, implementation of group 

insurance scheme for teaching and non-teaching staff (including contractual employees), 

training of non-teaching staff, maintenance of Annual Performance Appraisal Reports 

(APAR), verification of character, antecedent and caste certificates, immovable property 

returns of non-teaching staff (regular/on-deputation), maintenance and updation of various 

forms.  

 

Recruitments

Welfare Policies 

 The University implemented the Govt. of NCT of Delhi and DoPT policy regarding 

relaxation in the upper age-limit prescribed for the direct recruits with respect to 

department candidates applying for non-teaching posts.  

 All women, SC, ST & PwD candidates are exempted from paying application fee for 

the posts advertised to fill up on direct recruitment basis.  

 Recruitment rules for non-teaching staff were framed initially in the year 2013 and 

subsequently amended in the year 2016. In order to update the rules according to 

guidelines/rules issued by the Government of India/ Government of NCT of Delhi 

after implementation of the 7
th

 Central Pay Commission, the recruitment rules were 

amended accordingly and notified.  

 Reservation policy of Government of India for SC/ST/OBC/PWD/Ex-

Serviceman/EWS category of persons is being followed in recruitment/ promotion. 
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Future Plans 

 At present Dr. B. R. Ambedkar University Delhi (AUD) is following service rules of 

Government of India/Government of NCT, Delhi for Non-teaching employees. The

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5.9. Planning  

The Planning Division performs a wide range of functions towards the overall development 

of the University. The different activities and functions carried out by the Division include 

formulating development programmes of the University in consultation with its Schools and 

Centres, preparing plans with budgetary allocations, organizing and planning publications on 

information related to the University, planning and supervising the infrastructure 

development of the University, preparing and submitting plans for all major funding 

initiatives and following up these proposals with the funding bodies like GNCTD and UGC, 

etc. In addition, it supervises the preparation and printing of the Annual Reports. The 

Division has also been preparing documents to be presented in the Court meeting of the 

University. The Division also undertakes and provides surveys, programme evaluations and 

other studies on the various programmes and components of the University. 

 

Activities 

Financial Planning and Resource Allocation and Management: The Division helps in the 

financial planning of the University, targets to be achieved and prepares the outcome budget. 

It also prepares action plans and strategic plans of the University, and accordingly helps in 

the allocation of resources and their management. The allocation, disbursal and utilization of 

the University Grant Commission (UGC) 12th Plan grant was coordinated/ supervised by 

Planning Division. 

New Schools, Centres and Programmes: The Division facilitates the creation of new 

initiatives like Schools, Centres and Programmes. It organised consultative meetings for 

expanding as well as restructuring the undergraduate programme in Kashmere Gate and 

Karampura campuses. 

Programme Review: The Planning Division also supervises the programme review exercises, 

conducted by the University from time to time. 

Maintaining a Data Repository: The Division maintains a central data repository with 

information relating to students, teaching staff, non-teaching staff and the financial 

statements of the University. This is used to service data requirements for reports and 

presentations for statutory body meetings, meetings with government officials, other 

publications of the University, and providing information for various accreditation and 

assessment exercises 
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Organised servicing requests for information from individuals and external institutions: 

Responses to Parliament questions as well as Assembly questions are compiled and finalised 

by the Division, with the help of the concerned Divisions. 

The Division provides information to Directorate of Higher Education on various issues like: 

(i) achievements and future plans of the University, (ii) outcome budget, (iii) student strength, 

(iv) teaching and non-teaching staff strength, (v) placement information, (vi) training of non-

teaching and teaching staff, (vii) e-SLA information, (viii) implementation of Centrally 

Sponsored/ Sector Schemes in Delhi, etc. 

All India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE): The Division has compiled and uploaded 

the data along several parameters on the portal of All India Survey on Higher Education 

(AISHE), initiated by the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD). 

National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF): The University participated in ranking 

of Higher Education Institutions conducted by the National Institutional Ranking Framework 

(NIRF) of MHRD in 2020–21. The Division was instrumental in compiling and uploading the 

data for NIRF. 

Atal Ranking of Institutions on Innovation Achievements (ARIIA): The University 

participated in Atal Ranking of Institutions on Innovation Achievements (ARIIA) 2020–21 

conducted by the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government of India. 

ARIIA ranks all major higher educational institutions and universities in India on indicators 

related to ―Innovation and Entrepreneurship Development‖ amongst students and faculties. 

The Division was responsible for a timely compilation and uploading of the data for the 

ranking exercise. 

Swachh Campus Ranking: All India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE), Ministry of 

Human Resource Development, Government of India, has been organising a Swachh Campus 

initiatives for all higher education institutions. For this purpose, AISHE has been conducting 

a survey of University. The University has been participating in ‗Swachh Campus‘ Ranking 

since 2020. The Division has been uploading the data along several parameters on the portal 

of All India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE), Ministry of Human Resource 

Development, Government of India. 

Rashtriya Uchchtar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA): To seek funds through the Rashtriya 

Uchchtar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA 2.0) - a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for funding State 

Level Institutions by Ministry of Human Resource Development, the Division has submitted 
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Inputs Regarding Extension of the Scheme of Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyaan 

(RUSA) to the Government of the NCT of Delhi. 

Association of Indian Universities (AIU): The Division has been updating information of the 

University on AIU portal on regularly basis. 

GIAN: The University was selected to be a part of Global Initiative for Academic Networks 

(GIAN) programme. The Division has been providing institutional support to run the project. 

Secretariat for Planning Board: The Planning Board is responsible for monitoring the 

development of the University. The Division acts as the secretariat of the Planning Board. 

Applications under Right to Information (RTI) Act, 2005:  The Assistant Registrar, 

Planning, has been designated as the Public Information Officer (PIO) under the RTI Act 

2005. During 2020-21, 77 RTI applications were received and processed. PIO is assisted by 

Senior Assistant (Planning) in processing the RTI applications. 
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5.10. Governance Division 

The Governance Division deals with the matters related to the Statutory Bodies of the 

University viz., the Court, the Board of Management, the Academic Council, the Planning 

Board (now the Proto-Planning Board is in place), the Schools of Studies and the Finance 

Committee. The Division also deals with the matters of such other authorities as may be 

declared by the Statutes to be the authorities of the University. The Division has a mandate to 

convene the statutory meetings of the aforesaid mentioned statutory bodies, preparation of 

agenda for their meetings, preparation of the minutes of the meetings and the circulation of 

the minutes among the members, issuing the notifications for the decisions taken by the 

authorities, monitoring of the implementation of the decisions of the authorities from time to 

time. The Division also deals with the matters of the Establishment Committee, a Standing 

Committee of the Board of Management, and reconstitution of the Statutory Bodies of the 

University etc. Below is the list of meetings held by the authority bodies this year:

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5.11. Campus Development 

AUD is a Multi-Campus University, having campuses at Kashmere Gate, Lodhi Road & 

Karampura. Two new campuses are proposed at DHEERPUR & ROHINI respectively. 

Establishing and maintaining a well- developed infrastructure is very important for any 

institution of higher learning. 

Campus Development Division, AUD, created in 2014, facilitates infrastructure 

developments in the University‘s existing campuses. The Division is responsible for 

coordination with various stakeholders, involved with the planning, execution, and 

development of the two new campuses, to translate the University‘s vision into reality. 

To meet AUD‘s vision to establish itself among the best universities, the infrastructure policy 

aims to ensure the present requirements and future needs in terms of infrastructure are met 

fully in the new campuses. 

 

Office composition 

Campus Development Division has one consultant and two technical officers, with 

supporting staff, to supervise and implement various works in existing campuses at 

Karampura and Lodhi Road, apart from the development of new campuses at Dheerpur & 

Rohini.  

A Building Committee, under the chairmanship of the Vice-Chancellor, AUD, with external 

members and representatives of the executing agency regularly monitors the work progress. 

 

Existing Campus Development 

Karampura Campus: The DHE allotted a new campus to AUD at Karampura vacated by the 

erstwhile Deen Dayal Upadhyay College for starting undergraduate courses from the 

academic year 2016-17. The Campus presently has one old block and one new extension 

block besides some single storey old sheds with AC sheets etc. The campus has a total plot 

area of 6.3 acres. The following work has taken place in 2020-21: 

● The work of renovation of Main Academic Block, Girls Hostel, and boundary wall 

has been completed. Main Block is Equipped with WIFI facility and Audio/Video 
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Facility in all the classrooms. Main Block also has a centralized Heat Ventilation and 

Air Conditioning system. This system is highly energy efficient.  

● A Girls Hostel block having capacity of 40 students, and a common multipurpose 

room has been completed in February 2020.  

● The Multipurpose block a G+3 building is completed with builtup area of 8000 Sqft. 

It has provision for day-care/crèche, residential facilities 2BHK on first and second 

floor and Guest house on third floor. This will provide transit residential facility for 

national/international delegates and research scholars. The building is disable friendly 

with lift and ramp facility. 

● The work of new electrical substation of capacity 1500 KVA is also completed and 

currently catering all the electrical load requirements of the campus. 

● The new Auditorium has a capacity to accommodate 300 students. It has been 

equipped with Audio Video system for the live stage performances and musical 

concerts. It has a central Air Conditioning facility as well.

Lodhi Road Campus: The Lodhi road campus, which was allotted to Ambedkar University 

Delhi by Department of Higher Education, GNCTD in the year 2017-18, has a plot area of 

7,788 sqm. The following work has taken place and being planned at the campus: 

● The Ground floor of the existing main building has been made functional in the 

August 2017. The remaining three upper floors have been recently renovated in the 

year 2019-20. There are now additional 11 classrooms, Computer labs and Faculty 

rooms. Accordingly the total intake capacity has been enhanced up to 400 students. 
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The building is now disable friendly, with a Lift of 15 passenger capacity. Each 

classroom has been equipped with Audio/Video system, with a complete Wi-Fi 

network and VOIP facility. 

● The campus also has one single storied building presently under the occupation of 

Election Commission of India. It is proposed to build a four storied training complex 

SPS building amounting to Rs 21 Crores. It will also house the campus 

administration, a creche, and residential unit for students. The estimate for the same 

has been prepared by PWD, GNCTD and is under approval. 

● In order to cater the new electrical demand for new classrooms, air conditioning 

system of the main block and additional electrical load of the proposed training 

complex, the requirement of new ESS has been explored. The construction, of new 

500 kVA x 2No.package type substation, is under progress and is expected to be 

completed by July 2021. NDMC shall energise this ESS from its Grid. 

 

Inter Campus IP based telephony: To integrate various existing UD campuses, an In-house 

IP based public exchange system has been installed. This exchange system work on Voice 

Over Internet Protocol, which provides   Inter as well as Intra calling facility, from different 

campuses, on dedicated MPLS Power Grid line.The system is currently connecting Kashmere 

Gate campus, Karampura campus and Lodhi road campus. The same facility shall be 

extended to the upcoming campuses of the University. This has resulted in cost savings as 

mitigates the requirement of providing individual land line connection. 

 

Status of the New Campuses 

Dheerpur Campus: AUD has been allotted a plot, measuring 20 hectares by the Department 

of Higher Education, GNCTD. The work is being executed by PWD, GNCTD. Under Phase- 

1, the Campus shall cater for 5000 students, 270 faculty and 273 staff members. Following 

Schools and Centres will be housed on the campus: SUS, SLS, SGC, SHE, SCCE, SDes, 

SDS, SBPPSE, CRM, CCK, CPCE, CUES, and CSST. 

M/s Arcop Associates Pvt. Ltd have been appointed as consultant for Comprehensive 

Planning, Design and Development of New campus of Ambedkar University at Dheerpur, 

New Delhi. The Consultant has already prepared the Master Plan, schemes, designs and

drawings of new campus, for total plot area of around 20 hectares, as per guidelines of Master 

Plan of Delhi (MPD) 2021 based on the requirements of AUD. All the plans have been 

approved by AUD. A preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 1197 crores for a built-up area 

2,16,000 sqm has been prepared by PWD. The approval of the estimate from the Competent 

Authority is awaited. The Master Plan and Building layout plan have been submitted to the 

local bodies for statutory clearances.  

The proposed campus shall be a state of art centre, which will be energy efficient, water 

conservation, eco-friendly pedestrian movement, and a space for community living. The 

Campus will be self-sustainable in terms of energy, with accreditation to GRIHA-5 Star 

Rating.

Rohini Campus: AUD has been allotted a plot, measuring 7.2 hectares by the Department of 

Higher Education, GNCTD. The work is being executed by PWD, GNCTD. The Campus 

shall cater to 3475 students, 249 faculty and 248 staff members. Accordingly, this 

preliminary estimate has been prepared. Following Schools and Centres will be housed on the 

campus: SHS, SES, SLGC, SOL, CELE, CfP, ACIIE, CDP, CECED, CPCR, and CESPB. 

M/s Sikka Associates have been appointed as the consultant for comprehensive planning, 

design and development for the campus. The consultant has prepared a master plan, schemes, 

designs and drawings of new proposed structures and services on a total plot area, as per the 

MPD 2021 guidelines, based on the requirements of AUD. The plans have been approved by 
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AUD. The total built up area proposed is 2,19,706 sqm for the construction. A preliminary 

estimate amounting to Rs. 1107 crores were prepared by the PWD. The estimates have been 

submitted to DHE along with, EFC note and Cabinet note. The approval of the estimate from 

the competent authority is awaited. The Master Plan and Building layout plan have been 

submitted to the local bodies for statutory clearances.  

The proposed campus shall be a state of art centre, which will be energy efficient, water 

conservation, eco-friendly pedestrian movement, and a space for community living. The 

Campus will be self-sustainable in terms of energy, with accreditation to GRIHA-5 Star 

Rating.

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5.12. Administration Division

Empanelment of hospitals: Empanelment of hospitals/diagnostic centres/laboratories under 

provisions contained in the University Medical Attendance and Treatment (MAT) 

Regulations. 

Claims: Verification and processing of various claims of the regular as well as contractual 

employees including processing of medical claims, children education allowance, telephone 

and newspaper reimbursement claims, etc. 

Store and inventory management: Managing the receipts, maintaining, record keeping; 

issue of assets and consumable stores. 

Notifications/orders: Issuing office orders and notifications on administration-related 

matters. 

Other administrative work: Processing and making of identity cards, medical identity 

cards, insignia, seals, visiting cards, etc.

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5.13. Estate Division  

The Estate Division works under supervision and directions of the Registrar. Maintenance of 

all the physical facilities including the water supply, telephones, EPABX exchange, 

transportation (operational), space coordination, liaison with civic agencies, property tax, etc. 

is carried out by the Estate Division. The Division regularly carries out fumigation and anti-

termite treatment. The Division also manages security, cleaning, sanitation, monkey handler 

services, transportation (operational) etc. through external agencies. Time-to-time various 

events have been organised by Estate Division as directed by Governmental authorities on the 

state/national level. Estate Division provides basic facilities and logistics to the functions 

organised by other Divisions, Schools and Centres at various campuses of the AUD and outer 

venues e.g. IIC, IHC, etc. subsequent to creation of Engineering and Maintenance Unit, 

majority of task pertaining to civil and electrical maintenance were transferred to EMU. 

 

New tender for AMC of RO, Aqua guards, Water Cooler was awarded in favour of M/s. M/s. 

Eukawa Products Private Limited in March 2021, but the bidder surrendered the said tender. 

Fresh tender will be uploaded at Delhi Govt. site shortly. Extension of tender for another one 

year, AMC of CCTV Camera for Kashmere Gate and Karampura Campus(es) is being under 

process. Tender for additional CCTV Cameras for Kashmere Gate Campus was awarded in 

December 2020.  Monitoring of drinking water facilities has been strengthened. Complaint 

registration and redressal system has been upgraded and boards have been displayed for 

greater awareness. For implementation of government and UGC guidelines, antismoking 

boards have been displayed in all campuses of AUD. Cleaning Drive was undertaken for 

cleaning of Terraces and removal of blockages of drain water at Kashmere Gate Campus. 

Working conditions of sanitation workers was improved through administrative reforms.  

24x7 Security Services are being arranged by the Estate division in all the campuses. Security 

was beefed up subsequent to installation of CCTV Cameras at Karampura and Kashmere 

Gate campuses. Biometric machines were installed at Rohini, Dheerpur, Khirki Extension 

Campuses. For the first time at AUD wireless walky-talky have been deployed in all 

campuses of AUD for prompt communication between the security posts. Estate Division is 

providing facilities to approximately 2,600 students, 200 faculty, 300 Administrative Staff 

and approximately 200 outsourced staff.

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5.16. Equal Opportunity Office

In view of the COVID 19 pandemic, and in compliance of the government directives and 

protocols, teaching-learning and other functions of the University shifted to online mode. As 

an enabling measure, laptops/tablets were provided to some economically disadvantaged 

students for accessing online classes and resources. 

During the pandemic, information from open sources was disseminated online as a 

sensitisation and awareness generation activity. 

 

Grievance redressal 

There were no grievances/complaints reported to the EOO during 2020-21. 
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5.17. Proctorial Office 

Dr. B. R Ambedkar University Delhi Act (Delhi Act 9 of 2007) stipulates the maintenance of 

discipline among the Students of the University under Clause 48 (1) and Statute 21 (1) of the 

First Statutes. Accordingly, Proctor Office was setup in the month of April 2019 for the 

maintenance of discipline amongst the students of the University and to ensure smooth 

functioning of existing campuses of University. The Proctor of the University ensure and 

enforce discipline among students of the University and take such disciplinary measures in 

this regard as may be deemed necessary. Also, to enquire and take such disciplinary measures 

for any breach of discipline and conduct committed by a student inside or outside the 

Campus. To maintain such discipline the Proctor along with the team of three Deputy 

Proctors are given the responsibility to enforce discipline at all three campuses of AUD. The 

Proctor office runs under the supervision of the Proctor and the office functioning is looked 

after by Assistant Registrar. 

Proctorial System 

For the maintenance of discipline amongst the students of the University and to ensure 

smooth functioning of existing campuses of University, the code of discipline for students 

(Under Article 6 ‗Powers of the University‘ of the AUD Act, 2007) is in force and has been 

revised in the year 2019-2020. A student along with parents/guardian are supposed to 

mandatorily submit Anti-Ragging affidavit while taking admission at AUD. The code of 

discipline is applicable to all the students admitted to the University or students who are 

participating in any programme, activity or event conducted by the University or taking place 

in the University. The code of discipline clearly describes the conduct rules (Prevention of 

Sexual Harassment, Anti-Ragging rules, Legal Rules, Conduct during field visits outside the 

University and General rules). Procedures for resolving general conduct are specified in the 

code. In case of violation, disciplinary measures are to be taken by the Proctorial Board 

depending upon the gravity of the misconduct or its recurrence. All cases reported to Proctor 

are dealt in accordance with the provisions made in the Code. 

The Proctor Office deals with breach of discipline or misconduct through its Proctorial 

Board. A student who is aggrieved with the disciplinary measures undertaken by Proctor‘s 

Office, may appeal to the Vice-Chancellor whose decision in this regard shall be final and 

binding on the parties. 
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 On the recommendation  of the Proctorial Board  about  students' email ethics  a sub–

committee has been formed by the Proctor to suggest Do‘s and Don‘ts of students' email 

ethics. The sub-committee has submitted its report which has send by Proctor to the Hon‘ble 

vice chancellor for her kind approval.

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6. Internal Quality Assurance Cell 

An interim Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) was formed in the University in 

September 2014 at the time of the first NAAC accreditation cycle. The full IQAC was 

formally set up in February 2015 and has been contributing to quality assurance and 

enhancement since then. The composition of the IQAC follows the guidelines and norms 

prescribed by NAAC and currently consists of the Vice Chancellor as the Chairperson, the 

Pro Vice Chancellor, Dean Planning, Dean Student Services, and the Registrar as ex-officio 

members, three deans/ directors, 13 teachers, two non-teaching staff representatives, one 

external member, and six nominees from current students, alumni, industry, society and other 

stakeholders. Amol Padwad, Director CELE, is currently the Director of IQAC. Besides 

contributing to quality assurance and enhancement of the university, IQAC is responsible for 

preparing annual quality assurance reports of the University, coordinating the NAAC 

accreditation process and working with the Schools, Centres and Divisions in formulating 

and implementing quality policies and processes. 

IQAC organised the following activities and events during the year: 

IQAC coordinated and led the preparation of the university for the second cycle of 

reaccreditation during the year. Having completed and successfully submitted the self-study 

report of the university in January 2020, the IQAC then also successfully completed the DVV 

process of NAAC and is now coordinating the preparations for the Peer Team Visit. 

IQAC organised a 21-day Faculty Development Programme in collaboration with B. R. 

Ambedkar University, Srikakulam, Andhra Pradesh on the theme ―Adopting online teaching 

learning technologies‖ for tertiary level faculty in Indian HEIs from 16 November to 7 

December 2020.
