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//AUDs first list: Highest cutoff at 99.5% for
outstation students for BA (H) psychology

New Delhi: Ambedkar University Del-
hireleased on Tuesday its cutoff list for
admission to undergraduate courses. It
also published a provisional list of can-
didates making the cut. The toughest
benchmark wasfor psychology (H) with
the bar set at 99.5% for students coming
from outside Delhi and 98.75% for those
from the city.

Last year too, the highest qualifying
point was for psychology (H) with the cu-
toff for non-Delhi students being 99% and
for those from the capital pegged at 97.5%.

For sociology (H), aspirants from
ontside Delhi have been set a cutoff of
41.75%,a decrease of 0.5 % from last ye-
ar. The asking score for students from

within Delhi wishing to pur-
sue the course saw a slight in-
crease from 96.5% in 2020 to
96.75% this year.

Students who want to stu-
dy history (H) will need to ha-
ve scored 98.5% if they are
from outside Delhi, a rise
from 97% last year. Aspirants
from Delhi will need an aggre-
gate of 96.75%, a marginal increase
from the 96.5% of last year.

For BA (H) in mathematics, AUD has
the qualifying benchmark for non-N pT
students set at 95.25% and the asking
score for students from within Delhi at
94.25%. This is a marginal increase
from last year when the cutoff for the
course for outstation students was 94%

and for city students 93%.

The honours course in
social sciences and Humani-
ties required aspirants to
have at least 98.25% for non-
Delhi residents and 96.75%
for Delhistudents.

At10.30pm on Tuesday; the
cutoff for English (H)and eco-
nomics (H) hadn’t yet been an-
nounced. The university reserves 85%
of its seats for Delhi students.

AUD also published a provisional
list of candidates for all the courses
who were expected to take admissions.
The university officials said the
list declared was indicative of appli-
cants who had the marks to meet the cu-

toff criteria. ‘

AMBEDKAR UNIVERSITY Delhi's
cut-off released late Tuesday
night stayed just a touch shy of
the 100% mark. Unlike Delhi
University, which has demanded
the perfect score for admission to
10courses across colleges, AUD's
highest cut-off is 99.5% for
Psychology for students from
outside Delhi. This is 0.5 percent-
age points higher than last year.
NCT candidates applying for
Psychology will need 98.75%this
year, up from 97.5% last year.
Overall, the cut-off has in-
creased in all conventional sub-
jects by 0.25-15 percentage
points. The only exception is

Sociology inwhich the cut-offfor
non-NCT candidates has come
down from 98.25% last year to
97.75% this year. For NCT candi-
dates, however, the cut-off is
96.75%--0.25 percentage points
higher than 2020.

Since it is a state university,
AUD reserves 85% of its seats for
residents of the NCT of Delhi.
Separate cut-offs areannounced
for residents and non-residents,
withresidents having an advan-
tage with slightly lower cut-offs.

Among other popular sub-
jects like Economics, English,
History and Maths, the biggest
increase is in History with the
cut-off for non-NCT candidates
going up from 97% last year to
98.5% this year. For NCT candi-
dates, the cut-off is 96.75%, up

Last year, the cut-off for these
courses was 93.75%, 93.25% and
88% respectively.

For applicants from outside
NCT also the cut-off has dipped

in these courses except in Law
Politics & Society (96.75% ) where
it has increased by 0.5 percent-
age points from last year. In
Global Studies and Sustainable
Urbanism, the cut-off for non-
NCT applicants has dropped
from 96.75%and 9325% last year
to 96% and 89.5% respectively.

AUD s seen as an altemative
for applicants from Delhi whoare
unable to clear DU's soaring cut-
offs. This vear, for 827 total seats,
the university received around
19,000 applications, up from the
15,550 undergraduate applica-
tions it received last year for
around 764 seats.

Ambedkar University Delhi
(AUD) on Tuesday released
its first cut-off list for admis-
sions into various under-
graduate programmes.

The university’s cut-off is
lower than that set by the Un-
iversity of Delhi, giving hope
to many students from the
NCR to secure a seat. The
highest cut-off was declared
for BA (Hons.) with a major
in psychology for which, the
university has set a cut-off
for NCT candidates at
98.75%, and for candidates
from outside Delhi at 99.5%.

Reserved seats

from the NCR and therefore,
released two cut-off percen-
