Addressing a press confe-
rence, AUD vice-chancellor
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Anu Singh Lather said, “Kee-
pinginmind the pandemic, we
needed trained professionals
in the health sector so we are
starting the master of public
health. The course has been
designed with inputs from ex-
pertsof themedical and social
sectors. The programme will
focus on knowledge and skills
in the core public health do-
mains like epidemiology, bio-
statistics, socialand behaviou-

ralsciences, health economics
and policy, environmental
health, food and nutrition,
public health administration
and public health law.”

Delhi Institute of Heritage
and Management, which was
earlier part of the IP Universi-
ty, willnowbeaschool at AUD.

Like previous years, the ad-
mission for the UG programme
will be based on merit (Class
XIImarks)and cutoffwill bede-
clared.

Senior official says they are awaiting Class 12 Board results

Delhi University on Monday
said the registration process
for undergraduate admis-
sions will begin from late July
instead of July 15 as stated
earlier as Class 12 board re-
sults are still awaited.

Rajeev Gupta, Chairper-
son of DU’s admissions, told
The Hindu: “The registra-
tion process for the under-
graduate admissions is likely
to begin from the third or
fourth week of July. It will
not begin on July 15 as the re-
sults will not be out by then.
The Supreme Court has gi-
ven a deadline of July 31 for
the results to be declared so
the process will also begin a
few days before the results
are announced.”

“It will be started a few

days before the results are
declared so that aspirants
can fill up basic details and
then update other details
once the results are de-
clared,” said Mr. Gupta.
Reacting to concerns from
DU aspirants regarding the
criteria to be used for admis-
sions, Mr. Gupta said no de-

cision was taken regarding
the entrance test as it was to
be decided by the Ministry of
Education. Several students
had earlier, taken to social
media expressing concerns
about the possibility of an
entrance test this year.

‘Merit-based admissions’
“For now, we are going
ahead with the merit-based
admissions, and we are pre-
paring accordingly like pre-
vious years. As for the CU-
CET, it is the Ministry’s call,
and the decision will come
from there. If they give the
nod then DU will decide ac-
cordingly,” said Mr. Gupta.

First-year classes for the
new batch are likely to begin
in November, the university
said.

The university on Monday launched the 2021-22 admission brochure with introduction of six
new programmes — BA Hindi, Masters of Public Health, M Voc Tourism and Hospitality
Management, MA in Archaeology and Heritage Management (MAHM), MA in
Conservation, Preservation and Heritage Management (MCPHM), Integrated MA-PhD
(IPHD) in Human Ecology.

AUD Vice-Chancellor Professor Anu Singh Lather said a new programme — Masters in
Public Health — has been launched amid the public outcry over the Covid Pandemic.

Prof. Lather also informed that a total of 64 foreign students have been shortlisted for
admission for BA, MA, PhD programmes. Student from SAARC countries and African
Countries (Tanzania,

Ghana, Malawi, South Sudan, Botswana, Somalia, Ethiopia, Zimbabwe &amp; Zambia) have
been shortlisted for admission to the university.
